11-0 PACKERS HEAD EAST TO TAKE ON THE GIANTS
Green Bay stays on the road this week as it travels to face the Giants at MetLife 
Stadium, the team’s first visit to New York to face the Giants since 2007.
The Packers will be looking to clinch a postseason 

berth for the third straight season. Green Bay can lock 
down a playoff spot with a win and can also clinch the 
NFC North title with a victory and a Detroit loss.

The Packers are off to an 11-0 start for the first time 
in franchise history. They are just the 11th team in the Super Bowl 
era (since 1966) to begin the season with 11 consecutive victories.

Including playoffs, the Packers have won 17 straight games, the 
longest winning streak in team history (12-game streak in 1961-62). 
That is one victory shy of tying the second-longest winning streak in NFL 
history behind the 2003-04 New England Patriots (21 games).

The Packers’ streak of 13 straight wins in the regular season (2010-11) 
is a franchise record, topping the previous mark of 11-game streaks in 
1928-29 and 1961-62. Green Bay has also set a single-season franchise 
record with 11 straight regular-season wins in 2011, topping the previ-
ous mark of 10 in 1929 and 1962.

This marks the second regular-season winning streak of eight or more 
games during Head Coach Mike McCarthy’s tenure (eight-game 
streak in 2006-07).

Two of the most venerable franchises in professional football history, 
the Packers and Giants have combined for 20 championships. Green 
Bay ranks No. 1 among all NFL franchises with 13 titles, while the Giants 
check in at No. 3 with seven championships.

The Packers and Giants squared off in five NFL championship games, 
with Green Bay winning four of those contests. New York won the 1938 
title at the Polo Grounds in New York, but the Packers defeated the 
Giants in the championship game in 1939, 1944, 1961 and 1962.

Green Bay holds a 30-23-2 edge in the all-time series, which includes a 
4-2 postseason record. The teams first met in 1928 in New York.

This will be the first meeting between the teams at MetLife Stadium. It will 
be the second straight season that the Packers have played at the stadium, 
with Green Bay topping the N.Y. Jets, 9-0, last season in Week 8.

ON A ROLL ON THE ROAD
The Packers are off to their first 6-0 start on the road in franchise history, 
besting the 5-0 starts away from home in 1929, 1936, 1941 and 2007.
Including playoffs, Green Bay has won a league-best nine consecutive 

road games and 11 of its last 14. The .786 road winning percentage over 
that span ranks No. 1 in the NFL.

The Packers’ nine-game winning streak away from Lambeau Field ties a 
franchise record, matching the nine-game road winning streak in 1966-67.

Green Bay is the only team in the league that is undefeated on the road 
this season.

Since the NFL went to a 16-game schedule in 1978, the Packers’ best 
road records came in 2004 and 2007, when the team registered 6-2 
marks each of those seasons.

WITH THE CALL
FOX Sports, now in its 18th season as an NFL network television partner, 
will broadcast the game to a national audience.
Play-by-play man Joe Buck and color analyst Troy 

Aikman will have the call from the broadcast booth 
with Pam Oliver reporting from the sidelines.

Milwaukee’s WTMJ (620 AM), airing Green Bay 
games since 1929, heads up the 52-station Packers Radio Network, 
with Wayne Larrivee (play-by-play) and two-time Packers Pro Bowler 
Larry McCarren (color) calling the action. The duo enters its 13th 
season of broadcasts together across the Packers Radio Network, which 
covers 43 markets in five states.

Westwood One radio will air the game across the country. Kevin 
Kugler (play-by-play) and Mark Malone (analyst) will call the action 
with Scott Graham hosting the pregame and halftime shows.

The broadcast is also available on Sirius Satellite Radio (Channel 94, 
WTMJ feed) as part of the network’s NFL Sunday Drive.

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PUT IT ON THE BOARD
The Packers are off to their most prolific scoring start in franchise history 
(since 1921): 

Green Bay's point total through 11 games ranks No. 4 among NFL 
teams since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger:

The Packers are on pace for 556 points this season. The franchise 
record is 461 points in 2009 and the NFL record is 589 points by New 
England in 2007.

Green Bay checks in at No. 1 in the league through Week 12 with an 
average of 34.7 points per game.

The Packers have outscored their opponents 382-227 this season, a 
155-point differential that ranks No. 1 in the NFL.

Green Bay has outscored its opponents by a 14.1-point average margin 
(34.7-20.6) this season, which leads the NFL.

The Packers have scored on 60 of 121 offensive possessions (42 TDs, 
18 FGs), a scoring efficiency of 49.6 percent that ranks No. 2 in the NFL.

The Packers have scored at least 24 points in each game, an 11-game 
streak that tops an eight-game one (Sept. 22-Nov. 10, 1963) for the 
longest single-season streak in franchise annals.

Green Bay is the only team in the league to score at least 24 points 
in every game this season.

The Packers’ 49 points in Week 4 vs. Denver were the most since Oct. 
9, 2005 (52 vs. New Orleans), and gave Green Bay two 42-point games 
in the first four contests, a franchise first (since 1921).

Green Bay’s 45 points at San Diego in Week 9 was the second-highest 
point total on the road during Head Coach Mike McCarthy’s tenure 
behind only the 48 posted at Detroit on Sept. 14, 2008.

With five games remaining this season, the Packers have already 
recorded a franchise-record four games with 42-plus points:

With the four games with 42-plus points, the Packers have also matched 
the best single-season mark by an NFL team since the merger.

The Packers scored 28 points in the first half in Week 9 at San Diego for 
a franchise-record third time this season. The other 31 teams in 
the NFL have combined for five 28-point first halves this season.

It was also the Packers’ fourth game this season with 24-plus points in 
the first half, the first time they have accomplished that feat since 1983.

Under McCarthy, Green Bay has a 35-2 mark (.946) in the regular sea-
son when it scores 30 or more points.

The Packers have gotten off to some fast starts this season by scoring 
196 points in the first half and 94 points in the first quarter.

This season, the Packers have had 15 different players score a touch-
down, the most in the NFL and the most by Green Bay since the team 
had 18 players get into the end zone in 2008.

STAT OF THE WEEK
With the win at Detroit last Thursday, Green Bay is off to its first 11-0 

start in franchise history. The Packers are also just the 11th team in the 
Super Bowl era (since 1966) to register an 11-0 start.

Of the 10 previous NFL teams to start the season 11-0, eight of those 
clubs advanced to the Super Bowl and five of those teams won the 
world championship.

The Packers have won every game this season by at least six points, 
becoming only the third 11-0 team in the Super Bowl era (1985 
Chicago Bears, 2005 Indianapolis Colts) to win each of its first 11 
contests by at least six points.

Green Bay is just the second defending Super Bowl champion to start 
the season 11-0, joining the 1998 Denver Broncos, who began that  
season with a 13-0 mark on their way to a win over Atlanta in Super 
Bowl XXXII.

The Packers have scored at least 24 points in each of the first 11 con-
tests this season, becoming the first defending Super Bowl champion 
to accomplish that feat. Green Bay’s streak to open the season tops the 
previous mark held by the 2000 St. Louis Rams (10 games).

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ON ALL CYLINDERS
For the sixth consecutive season, the Packers find themselves in familiar 
territory as one of the most productive offenses in the league.
Through Week 12, Green Bay ranks No. 4 in the NFL in total offense: 

The Packers registered at least 390 yards of total offense in the first 
seven games this season, the first time in franchise history they 
accomplished that feat in seven straight games at any point in a season.

Green Bay is the only team in the league to post at least 345 yards 
of offense in every game this season. Dating back to last season, the 
Packers have registered 345-plus yards of offense in 19 of their 
last 23 regular-season games.

The Packers rank No. 3 in the NFL this season with an average of 
304.1 passing yards per game:

Green Bay leads the NFL in yards per play at 6.57, well above its 
5.73-yard average in 2010 that ranked No. 6 in the NFL:

The Packers are on pace for 6,421 total yards this season. A look at the 
top team marks in franchise history (two of the top four have come dur-
ing Head Coach Mike McCarthy’s tenure):

In each of the previous five seasons under McCarthy, the offensive 
play-caller, the Packers have finished in the top 10 in total offense. New 
Orleans is the only other team to accomplish the feat over that span.

Wth an average of 358.1 yards per game, Green Bay checked in at No. 9 
in the team offensive rankings in 2010. 

That included the No. 5 passing offense at 257.8 yards per contest, fol-
lowing up an average of 261.3 net passing yards per game in 2009. It 
was the first time in franchise history that the Packers have aver-
aged 250.0 net passing yards in back-to-back seasons.

LEADING LATE
The Packers made history last season by becoming the first team since the 
1970 AFL-NFL merger to never trail by more than seven points in a game 
all season, and they have set another NFL mark during their franchise-
record winning streak.
During their current 17-game winning streak (including playoffs), the 

Packers have never trailed in the fourth quarter. That is the longest 
winning streak in NFL history by a team that never trailed in the 
fourth quarter over that span, according to the Elias Sports Bureau:

Green Bay has only been tied with its opponent in the fourth quarter 
once over that span. That came last season in Week 17 at Lambeau Field 
when the game vs. Chicago was knotted at 3 for the first two minutes 
and 18 seconds of the fourth quarter in the eventual 10-3 Green Bay 
victory.

Last season, when the Packers never trailed by more than seven points 
all season (including playoffs), they became the first club since the 
1942 Redskins to accomplish that feat and finish the season off with a 
championship.

MIKE McCARTHY…Is in sixth year as the Packers’ 14th head coach.
Having led Green Bay to the playoffs three of his five seasons with 

the team, he joined Vince Lombardi and Mike Holmgren as the only 
coaches to guide the Packers to a Super Bowl title with a win over 
Pittsburgh in Super Bowl XLV.

His .714 winning percentage (5-2) in the postseason is tied for first 
among active NFL head coaches, matching the mark of New England’s 
Bill Belichick (15-6) and Pittsburgh’s Mike Tomlin (5-2).

One of only two coaches, along with New Orleans’ Sean Payton, to 
have his offense ranked in the top 10 in total yardage each of the last 
five seasons (2006-10).

 Was named Packers head coach on Jan. 12, 2006, his first head-
coaching job after 13 years as an NFL assistant.

Honored as the 2007 Motorola NFL Coach of the Year and NFL Alumni 
Coach of the Year. 

Became the first Packers coach since Lombardi to lead the team to a 
championship game in his second season.

TOM COUGHLIN…Is in eighth year as the Giants’ 16th head coach. 
In his first 15 years as an NFL head coach, won four division titles and 

led his team to the playoffs eight times, with one Super Bowl title (2007).
Has led two different franchises to four consecutive postseason berths 

(Giants, 2005-08; Jacksonville Jaguars, 1996-99), one of only three 
coaches in league history to accomplish the feat. 

Was the original head coach of the expansion Jaguars for their first 
eight seasons (1995-2002). 

 Also was a head coach in the collegiate ranks with Boston College 
(1991-93).  

THE PACKERS-GIANTS SERIES
Two of the most venerable franchises in professional football history, 

the teams have combined for 20 championships. Green Bay (13 titles) 
ranks No. 1 among all NFL franchises, while the Giants (seven) rank 
third.

Their first five postseason meetings, prior to the 2007 NFC 
Championship, were all NFL title games (1938, ’39, ’44, ’61, ’62), with 
the Packers going 4-1 in those games. Brooklyn-born Vince Lombardi, 
formerly an offensive assistant with the Giants before accepting the 
head coach and GM position in Green Bay in 1959, led the Packers over 
the Giants in the 1961 and ’62 NFL championships.  

 With both teams finishing 8-8 in 2006, it took four tiebreakers and 
percentage points to give the Giants – and not the Packers – the NFC’s 
second Wild Card berth that year. 

NOTABLE CONNECTIONS
Packers RB Ryan Grant entered the NFL as a non-drafted free agent 
with the Giants in 2005; he spent the ’05 season on the team’s practice 
squad and the ’06 campaign on the non-football injury reserve list…S 
Charlie Peprah was the Giants’ fifth-round pick in 2006 and was claimed 
off waivers by Green Bay before the start of the ’06 season...Packers NT 
B.J. Raji was born in New York City and attended Westwood Regional 
High in Washington Township, N.J. …Packers TE Andrew Quarless is 
a New York City native, born in Brooklyn...Giants CB Will Blackmon was 
a fourth-round pick of the Packers in 2006 and played four seasons in 
Green Bay (2006-09)...Giants S Derrick Martin played two seasons for 
the Packers (2009-10)…Giants head coach Tom Coughlin was wide 
receivers coach in Green Bay for two seasons (1986-87) under Forrest 
Gregg...Packers defensive coordinator Dom Capers was Coughlin’s 
defensive coordinator for the Jaguars for two seasons (1999-2000); 
Giants defensive coordinator Perry Fewell was on Capers’ defensive 
staff as DB coach...Giants QB David Carr played for the Texans when 
Capers was the head coach in Houston…Giants defensive line coach 
Robert Nunn coached defensive tackles in Green Bay for four seasons 
(2005-08)...Giants linebackers coach Jim Herrmann was in his first 
season as the University of Michigan’s defensive coordinator (1997) 
when Packers CB Charles Woodson won the Heisman Trophy and the 
Wolverines won the national title...Herrmann and Giants running backs 
coach Jerald Ingram were college teammates of Packers defensive line 
coach Mike Trgovac at Michigan...Trgovac and Ingram coached together 
at Michigan and Ball State...Packers running backs coach Jerry Fontenot 
and Giants asst. strength and conditioning coach Marcus Paul were 
teammates with the Chicago Bears...Giants strength and conditioning 
coach Jerry Palmieri was on the Saints’ staff in 2003 with Packers head 
coach Mike McCarthy and asst. head coach/inside LB Winston Moss...
Packers special teams assistant Chad Morton played two seasons for 
the Giants (2005-06)...Giants asst. off. line coach Jack Bicknell Jr. was 
the head coach at Louisiana Tech for Packers CB Tramon Williams’ 
entire college career there (2002-05)...Williams and Giants RB Brandon 
Jacobs were teammates at Assumption High School in Napoleonville, La. 
…Packers offensive coordinator Joe Philbin and Giants offensive line 
coach Pat Flaherty coached at the University of Iowa together in 1999...
Giants TE Travis Beckum is from Milwaukee and played collegiately at 
Wisconsin…Former college teammates include Grant and Giants DE 
Justin Tuck (Notre Dame), Packers T Chad Clifton and C Scott Wells and 
Giants S Deon Grant (Tennessee), Packers LS Brett Goode and Giants G 
Mitch Petrus (Arkansas), Packers CB Sam Shields and Giants DT Dwayne 
Hendricks and S Kenny Phillips (Miami), Packers QB Matt Flynn and 
Giants CB Corey Webster (LSU), Webster and Giants WR Michael Clayton 
and Packers DE Howard Green (LSU), Packers RB Brandon Saine and

LAST MEETING, IN NEW YORK
Sept. 16, 2007, at the Meadowlands; Packers won, 35-13
Brett Favre became the winningest QB in NFL history with his 149th 

win, surpassing Hall of Famer John Elway, as the Packers put on a 
dominant display in the fourth quarter. 

Leading 14-13 in the fourth quarter, the Packers marched 80 yards in 
10 plays, with a 3-yard TD pass to Lee capping it off. 

Green Bay forced a fumble on the ensuing kickoff and recovered the 
ball in Giants territory. The offense needed just five plays to cover the 
distance, as Favre found Driver in the back of the end zone. 

A late 38-yard TD run by RB DeShawn Wynn capped the scoring.

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AT THE HELM
Having led Green Bay to the playoffs in three of his five seasons as head 
coach, Mike McCarthy joined Vince Lombardi and Mike Holmgren as the 
only coaches to guide the Packers to a Super Bowl win with a victory over 
Pittsburgh last season in Super Bowl XLV.
McCarthy led the Packers to a Super Bowl win in his fifth season in 

Green Bay, the same point that Holmgren led the Packers for the first 
time to the NFL title game in 1996.

McCarthy joined Pittsburgh’s Bill Cowher (2005) as the only Super Bowl-
winning coaches to lead their respective teams to three road wins as the 
No. 6 seed in the postseason en route to a world title.

The Packers’ 21-14 win at Chicago last season was their second NFC 
Championship Game appearance in four seasons, the only team in the 
conference to do so over that span.

Including playoffs, McCarthy has a 64-34 record since taking over as 
head coach in 2006, a .653 winning percentage that ranks No. 4 among 
current NFL head coaches (minimum 50 games):

Since taking over as head coach in 2006, McCarthy has a 59-32 regular-
season record (.648) and a 5-2 mark (.714) in the postseason.

McCarthy’s .714 winning percentage in the playoffs is tied for No. 1 
among active NFL head coaches, matching the mark of Belichick (15-6) 
and Tomlin (5-2). McCarthy trails only the legendary Lombardi (9-1, 
.900) for the top postseason winning percentage in franchise annals. 
With the five postseason wins, McCarthy trails only Lombardi and 
Holmgren (nine each) for the most in Packers history.

With 64 overall wins, McCarthy ranks No. 4 in team history:

SPREAD THE WEALTH
The Packers made history last season with three wide receivers (Greg 
Jennings, Donald Driver and James Jones) each hitting the 
50-catch plateau for the first time in franchise history, and Green Bay has 
displayed another balanced aerial attack in 2011.
Through Week 12, all five of Green Bay’s wide receivers (Jennings, 53; 

Jordy Nelson, 44; Jones, 24; Driver, 23; Randall Cobb, 17) have at 
least 17 catches. 

It marks the first time in franchise history that the Packers have 
had five different wide receivers catch at least 17 passes, topping the 
previous record of five WRs with 16-plus catches in 2007.

In the Week 4 victory over Denver, Jennings, Nelson, Driver and Jones 
all had TD catches, the first time in franchise history that four 
different wide receivers caught TD passes in the same game.

The last time an NFL team had four different listed wide receivers catch 
touchdown passes in the same game was on Oct. 27, 1991, when the 
Houston Oilers’ foursome of Drew Hill, Haywood Jeffires, Ernest Givins 
and Tony Jones all caught TD passes against the Cincinnati Bengals.

Green Bay had three different wideouts (Jennings, 103; Nelson, 91; 
Cobb, 75) hit the 75-yard mark against the Broncos in Week 4. The last 
time three Packers wide receivers accomplished that feat came on Sept. 
23, 2007, vs. San Diego (Jennings, Driver, Jones).

Jennings, Jones and Nelson have all had 90-plus receiving yards in one 
or more games this season, the sixth straight season that Green 
Bay has had three different WRs post 90-yard games on the season.

Among the wide receivers, Jennings leads the way with 835 receiving 
yards with Nelson (782) and Jones (450) checking in behind him. With 
Cobb (255) and Driver (248) coming in behind them, the Packers are 
the only team in the league to have five different wide receivers with at 
least 245 receiving yards this season. 

The Packers’ wide receivers have accounted for 2,570 receiving yards 
this season, an average of 233.6 per game that leads the NFL, and a 
league-leading 25 TD catches:

Jennings’ 79-yard TD catch at Minnesota in Week 7 was the 10th 
reception of 70-plus yards by the Packers since 2008. 
Jennings and Nelson each have three 70-yard catches and Driver and 
Jones each have two over that span.

With Jones catching his fifth TD pass of the season last Thursday, he 
became the fourth Packer (Nelson, Jennings, TE Jermichael Finley) this 
season to do so. It is just the second time in franchise history (1997) 
that Green Bay has had four players with five-plus TD receptions.

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KEEPING THE CHAINS MOVING
Green Bay’s offense utilized a strong finish in 2010 to finish in the top 10 
in the league on third down for the fourth straight season, and they have 
continued that efficiency again this season.
Through Week 12, the Packers are converting at a 48.9-percent clip on 

third down:

In the 42-34 season-opening win over the Saints, the Packers converted 
8-of-12 (66.7 percent) third-down opportunities.

In Week 4, the Packers bested that effort by converting 9-of-13 third-
down chances vs. Denver. The 69.2 conversion rate was the best single-
game performance in the regular season since the Packers were suc-
cessful on 71.4 percent of their opportunities (10-of-14) vs. Cleveland 
on Sept. 18, 2005.

On third-and-medium (4-6 yards), the Packers check in at No. 6 in the 
league at 52.2 percent (12-of-23).

As far as where they rank in the league, the Packers have been at their 
best on third-and-long (more than 6 yards). Green Bay ranks No. 2 in 
the NFL at 40.6 percent (26-of-64).

In the second half of the 2010 season, the Packers converted at a 
46.8-percent clip (52-of-111) on third down, helping them finish No. 8 
in the NFL at 41.5 percent after converting at a 35.1-percent rate in the 
first half of the season.

2010 was the fourth straight season that the Packers finished in the top 
10 in the category, one of only four teams in the league to do so over 
that span (New Orleans, New England, Indianapolis).

Over the past 19 regular-season games, the Packers have converted at 
a 50-percent-or-better clip on third down in 10 of those contests (9-1 
in those games).

OB Aaron Rodgers ranks No. 1 in the NFL with a 122.0 passer rating 
this season on third down (see page 9 for more).

A look at where Green Bay’s offense ranks in the NFL on third down 
since 2009:

This week the Packers will face a Giants team that ranks No. 14 in the 
league on third-down defense at 37.3 percent. New York has allowed 
only one opponent to convert at a rate of 50 percent or higher on third 
down in five games at MetLife Stadium this season.

Green Bay has converted 42.6 percent (29-of-68) of its opportunities on 
third down on the road this season.

BIG-PLAY WAYS
In his fourth NFL season, WR Jordy Nelson is on pace for easily the best 
year of his career in every receiving category.
Nelson ranks No. 2 on the team and No. 10 in the NFL with a career-high 

782 receiving yards and No. 2 on the squad with 44 catches.
He caught two TD passes in two straight games (Weeks 10-11), the first 

Green Bay WR to accomplish that feat since Antonio Freeman (1996).
Nelson leads the team with nine TD grabs, easily topping his previous 

career best of two TD catches set in each of his first three seasons. He 
ranks No. 3 in the league in TD receptions.

In Week 6 vs. St. Louis, Nelson moved into a tie for the No. 2 spot 
in team history for the most 80-yard TD catches with the third of his 
career. WR Greg Jennings holds the career franchise mark with four.

What makes Nelson’s accomplishment even more impressive is that all 
three of those touchdown catches came over an eight-game span in the 
regular season (Week 16, 2010-Week 6, 2011).

According to the Elias Sports Bureau, Nelson is the only NFL player 
since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger to have three 80-yard TD catches 
over an eight-game span in the regular season.

Nelson’s career-long 93-yard TD catch in Week 6 vs. St. Louis was 
the fourth-longest catch in franchise history and the longest since WR 
Robert Brooks’ 99-yard TD catch at Chicago on Sept. 11, 1995.

With two TD grabs of 80-plus yards already this season, Nelson has tied 
the single-season franchise record held by Billy Howton (1952), Antonio 
Freeman (1998), Donald Driver (2002) and Jennings (2007). 

Nelson’s 17.8-yard receiving average ranks No. 3 in the NFL among 
players with 35-plus receptions.

PLENTY OF 70-YARDERS
On the Packers’ opening drive of the second half at Minnesota in Week 7, 
QB Aaron Rodgers connected with wide-open WR Greg Jennings for 
a 79-yard TD, kicking off a third quarter that saw Green Bay outscore the 
Vikings, 20-0. For Rodgers, it was his third straight game with a touch-
down pass of at least 70 yards.
According to the Elias Sports Bureau, Rodgers became just the third 

quarterback since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger to throw a 70-yard 
TD pass in three consecutive games, joining Cowboys QB Craig Morton 
(Oct. 25-Nov. 8, 1970) and Saints QB Drew Brees (Dec. 12-26, 2004).

Rodgers leads the NFL with his four passes of 70-plus yards this 
season, and has 10 completions of 70-plus yards since taking over as 
the starter in 2008, the most in the NFL:

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RODGERS ROLLING
Now 11 games into the 2011 season, QB Aaron Rodgers is on pace for 
one of the finest seasons by a quarterback in NFL history.
Rodgers has connected on 260-of-362 passes (71.8 percent) for 3,475 

yards and a career-high 33 TDs with four interceptions for a 127.7 
passer rating.

His passing yardage total ranks No. 1 in franchise history through 
the first 11 games of the season, topping Brett Favre’s mark of 3,356 
yards in the first 11 contests in 2007.

Rodgers’ 33 TD passes through 11 games rank No. 1 in franchise 
annals, besting Brett Favre’s 27 in 1996. He has thrown at least two TD 
passes in every game, an 11-game streak that is the best in a single 
season in team history (Favre, eight, 1994).

A look at where Rodgers’ ranks in passer rating and TD passes through 
11 games since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger:

With seven 300-yard passing games this season, Rodgers has tied the 
single-season franchise record:

Rodgers has posted a 110-plus passer rating in every game this season, 
which easily tops his career high (six in both 2009 and 2010) and also 
sets the team record:

Rodgers has connected on 394-of-558 passes (70.6 percent) for 5,202 
yards, 47 TDs and just seven INTs for a 122.6 passer rating during 
the team’s 17-game winning streak (including playoffs). 

The Packers have averaged 28.0 points per game in Rodgers’ 58 career 
starts, No. 1 among NFL QBs since 1950 (min. 50 starts):

A look at where Rodgers ranks in the NFL this season:

Rodgers is just the third QB in NFL history to throw two-plus TD passes 
in the first 11 games of the season, joining Colts QB Johnny Unitas 
(1959) and Colts QB Peyton Manning (2004).

Rodgers posted a regular-season career-high 408 passing yards in 
Green Bay’s 49-23 win over Denver in Week 4. He became the first QB 
in team history to record two 400-yard passing games, and now has two 
of the top four single-game marks in franchise annals.

Against Denver, Rodgers matched his career high with four TD passes 
and added a career-best two rushing TDs. He became the first QB in 
team history to post four passing TDs/two rushing TDs in a game.

Even more noteworthy, Rodgers became the first quarterback in 
NFL history to register 400 passing yards/four passing TDs/two rush-
ing TDs in a game, according to the Elias Sports Bureau.

With two TD passes at Atlanta in Week 5, Rodgers hit the 100-TD mark 
as a starter. He accomplished that feat in his 52nd career start, besting 
the previous franchise mark of 59 starts by Favre. Among active QBs, 
Rodgers tied with Cowboys QB Tony Romo for the fewest starts 
needed to hit the 100-TD mark as a starter.

When he hit the 100-TD mark for his career, Rodgers had thrown just 
34 interceptions to that point, the fewest in NFL history by a player 
at the time he threw his 100th career TD pass, according to Elias:

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ON A RATING ROLL
QB Aaron Rodgers has etched his name in the NFL record book by 
posting a 110-plus passer rating in every game this season.
Rodgers is the first NFL quarterback to start a season with 11 

straight 110-rating games since the AFL-NFL merger in 1970. No other 
QB has done it in more than five games to begin a season.

Rodgers’ 11 consecutive 110-rating games is also a single-season NFL 
record, topping 49ers QB Steve Young’s mark of seven straight in 1994.

No quarterback in team history has posted more than five straight 
110-rating games in a season, and Rodgers’ 11 games with a 110-plus 
rating is a single-season team record, topping the previous mark of eight 
by Brett Favre in 2007.

Rodgers has posted a 100-plus passer rating in 11 consecutive games, 
topping the NFL single-season mark of nine set by Colts QB Peyton 
Manning in 2004.

Rodgers is the first NFL quarterback to record a stretch of four (or 
more) straight 110-rating games in three straight seasons since the 
AFL-NFL merger in 1970. No other NFL signal-caller over the past 42 
seasons has ever posted four straight 110-rating games in back-to-back 
seasons, let alone three straight like Rodgers has registered.

Including the postseason, Rodgers has recorded a 110-plus passer 
rating in 19 of his last 22 starts. 

With a 140.3 rating in Week 10 vs. Minnesota, Rodgers became just the 
second QB in NFL history to post three consecutive 140-plus rat-
ing games (min. 15 attempts) in a season. Rams QB Kurt Warner (1999) 
is the only other signal-caller to accomplish the feat.

By posting at least six games with a 110-plus passer rating in each of 
the last three seasons, Rodgers joins Young (1992-94) as the only 
quarterbacks since the 1970 merger with at least six 110-rating 
games in three consecutive seasons.

A look at where Rodgers’ ranks in league single-season annals for the 
most 110-plus passer rating games:

TAKING HIS PLACE AMONG THE GAME’S BEST
Rodgers surpassed the 1,500-attempt plateau for his career last season, 
the benchmark to qualify for passer rating in the NFL record book.
Rodgers has completed 1,298-of-1,973 passes (65.8 percent) in his 

career for 16,198 yards and 120 touchdowns with 36 interceptions for 
a 103.8 passer rating in the regular season, No. 1 in NFL history.

With a passer rating of 101.2 in 2010, Rodgers became the first quar-
terback in franchise history to record a 100-plus passer rating in 
back-to-back seasons (103.2 in 2009).

Rodgers has thrown just 35 interceptions in his three-plus seasons as 
a starter, a 1.83 interception percentage that leads the league over that 
span among quarterbacks with 40 or more starts.

A look at where Rodgers ranks in NFL history in career interception 
percentage:

With 3,922 passing yards in 2010, Rodgers brought his total in three 
seasons as a starter to 12,394. That ranked No. 2 in NFL history
behind only Kurt Warner (12,612, 1999-2001) for the most passing 
yards by a QB in his first three seasons as a starter. 

In 2009, Rodgers threw for 4,434 yards as he became the first QB in 
NFL history to throw for more than 4,000 yards in each of his first two 
seasons as a starter.  

In 58 regular-season career starts, Rodgers has eclipsed the century 
mark in passer rating 36 times and recorded 21 games of 300-plus 
yards. His 28 games with a 100-plus passer rating in his first 50 starts 
set an NFL record among quarterbacks whose careers began since 
1970, topping the previous mark of 27 held by Dallas QB Tony Romo.

Rodgers reached 1,250 completions, 15,000 passing yards and 
100 passing TDs in 58 career starts, tied for the fewest starts to 
reach all three marks among quarterbacks who began their careers in 
the Super Bowl era (since 1966):

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THIRD DOWN IS THE CHARM
Through Week 12, QB Aaron Rodgers has connected on 63-of-91 
passes (69.2 percent) for 876 yards and six TDs with one INT on third 
down. His passer rating of 117.3 on third down ranks No. 2 in the NFL:

Over the final seven games in 2010 (missed Week 15 at New England), 
Rodgers was No. 2 in the NFL with a 133.7 passer rating on third down, 
trailing only New England’s Tom Brady (136.3) over that span.

In ’09, Rodgers ranked No. 1 in the NFL in passer rating on third down 
at 133.5. No other quarterback in the league threw for as many yards 
(1,710) or touchdowns (14) on third down as Rodgers, and his passer 
rating was the best in the NFL since Kurt Warner’s 137.3 rating in 1999 
with St. Louis.

In 58 career starts, Rodgers has posted a 100-plus passer rating on 
third down in 33 of those contests.

A look at some of Rodgers’ numbers on third down since 2009:

COOL UNDER FIRE
QB Aaron Rodgers was one of the most effective passers in the league 
the past two seasons against the blitz, and that strong play has continued 
in 2011.
According to STATS LLC, Rodgers posted a career-high (min. 10 

attempts) passer rating of 151.6 against the blitz (when a defender not 
lined up on the line of scrimmage rushes the QB, or more than four 
players rush the QB) in Week 1 vs. New Orleans.

Rodgers connected on 14-of-18 passes (77.8 percent) for 207 yards 
and two TDs against the Saints. The 151.6 rating topped his previous 
personal best of 130.4 at Minnesota on Nov. 21, 2010.

The 151.6 rating was the third-best one by a Green Bay QB since 1993 
(min. 10 attempts), according to STATS, trailing only Brett Favre’s 158.3 
rating at Oakland (Dec. 22, 2003) and his 155.9 rating at Carolina (Sept. 
27, 1998).

Rodgers posted a 155.8 rating in Week 5 at Atlanta (8-of-9, 168 yards, 
TD), but fell one attempt short of the required 10 attempts to qualify.

In 2011, Rodgers ranks No. 1 in the NFL against the blitz with a 142.9 
passer rating (64-of-93, 1,162 yards, 10 TDs, one INT).

A glance at where some of Rodgers’ numbers against the blitz rank this 
season (through Week 12, Sun./Mon. games updated on Wednesdays):

Rodgers ranked No. 1 in the league last season (min. 100 attempts) 
with a 104.5 passer rating against the blitz, completing 111-of-167 
attempts (66.5 percent) for 1,503 yards and 11 touchdowns with five 
interceptions.

In 2009, Rodgers ranked No. 2 in the NFL with a 112.7 rating, just a 
shade below Saints QB Drew Brees’ 112.9 mark. Rodgers threw for 
1,699 yards and 11 TDs with three INTs on 125-of-180 passing (69.4 
percent). 

Rodgers ranks No. 1 in the league with a 115.9 passer rating against 
the blitz since 2009. He ranks No. 1 in yards per attempt (9.92) and 
No. 2 in TDs (32).

IN THE ZONE
Since 2008, Rodgers ranks No. 1 in the NFL among active quarterbacks 
(min. 100 attempts) with a 108.6 passer rating in the red zone. He has 
thrown 75 TD passes with just one INT as a starter.

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JENNINGS FLASHES HOT HANDS
In 2010, Greg Jennings was one of the most productive receivers in the 
NFL over the final 11 games on his way to earning Pro Bowl recognition 
for the first time in his career, and he hasn’t skipped a beat this season.
Through 11 games, Jennings leads the team in receptions (58), receiv-

ing yards (835) and ranks second with eight TD catches.
Jennings ranks No. 10 in the NFL in receptions and ranks No. 10 in the 

league in receiving yardage through Week 12:

Last season, Jennings registered 1,082 yards and nine TDs on 62 
receptions (17.5 avg.) in the final 11 games, an average of 98.4 receiv-
ing yards per contest. A look at where Jennings ranks in the NFL since 
Week 6 last season:

Last Thursday at Detroit, Jennings went over the 6,000-yard receiving 
mark for his career in his 86th game in a Green Bay uniform, which tied 
him for the second fewest games needed to reach 6,000 receiving yards 
in franchise history:

Jennings is one of only four players in team history (Sharpe, Antonio 
Freeman, Billy Howton) to catch at least 12 TD passes in a season twice 
in a Packers uniform (2007, 2010).

Jennings’ 86-yard score against Miami last season in Week 6 marked 
a career long for him. It was the fourth 80-yard reception of Jennings’ 
career, moving him into the No. 1 spot in the franchise record books.

When it comes to scoring passes, Jennings has an eye-popping average 
during his career. Of his 48 career touchdown catches in the regular 
season, 18 (39.1 percent) have been at least 40 yards in length. He has 
a staggering average of 30.9 yards per TD catch.

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DOWN THE MIDDLE
K Mason Crosby placed his name atop the franchise record book in 
Week 7 when he connected on a 39-yard field goal in the second quarter 
at Minnesota.
With the field goal, Crosby broke Chris Jacke’s franchise record for the 

most consecutive field goals made in the regular season in team history. 
Dating back to Week 13 last season, Crosby made 23 consecutive field 
goals in the regular season before his 29-yard attempt on Sunday vs. 
Tampa Bay hit the right upright:

Crosby has connected on 18-of-19 field-goal attempts this season, a 
94.7 percentage that ranks No. 4 in the NFL.

It wasn't the only franchise mark that Crosby set in Week 7 at Minnesota. 
He drilled a 58-yard field goal in the third quarter, the longest field goal 
in team history.

That topped the previous franchise mark of 56 yards he set at 
Philadelphia in 2010 and earlier this season in Atlanta in Week 5. The 
58-yarder was also the longest ever by a Minnesota opponent.

Crosby is the only kicker in the NFL with three field goals of 56 or more 
yards since 2010.

With 15 points at Minnesota in Week 7, Crosby matched his single-game 
career high (at Kansas City, Nov. 4, 2007; at St. Louis, Dec. 16, 2007).

Crosby is tied for No. 4 among kickers this season with 100 points and 
is tied for No. 5 in the league with 34 touchbacks.

FINDING FINLEY
Through the first four games last season, TE Jermichael Finley
appeared poised to set franchise records for receptions and receiving 
yards by a tight end before he sustained a season-ending knee injury.
In 2011, a healthy Finley has picked up where he left off last season, 

ranking No. 3 on the team with 36 receptions for 513 yards (14.3 avg.) 
and five TDs. With the five TDs, Finley has matched his career high 
(2009) and is tied for No. 5 among NFL tight ends this season:

Three of those scores came at Chicago in Week 3 as Finley became 
just the second tight end in franchise history to catch three TD 
passes in a game. He joined Keith Jackson, who accomplished the feat 
on Sept. 1, 1996, at Tampa Bay. 

Finley was also the first NFL tight end to post a three-TD game since 
Gronkowski did so in Week 10 last season. Finley is the only TE with a 
three-TD game this season.

Finley’s 513 receiving yards this season are the most by a Green Bay tight 
end since Donald Lee recorded 575 yards receiving in 2007. Finley ranks No. 
8 in the league in receiving yards among tight ends.

By going over the 300-yard mark in 2011 for the third straight season, 
Finley becomes the first Packers TE to do so since Bubba Franks (2000-
02).

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PRODUCTION APLENTY INSIDE THE 20
Green Bay had one of the most efficient red-zone offenses in the league 
in 2010, and the Packers are on their way to another solid ranking this 
season.
Through Week 12, the Packers rank No. 4 in the NFL in red-zone 

efficiency:

In their last four games, the Packers have scored TDs on 13-of-18 trips 
to the red zone (72.2 percent).

Green Bay has scored points on 43 of 46 red-zone trips this season, a 
93.5-percent scoring efficiency that ranks No. 2 in the NFL.

The Packers have been efficient on third down inside the opponent’s 20, 
converting on 48.0 percent of their opportunities:

In 2010, Green Bay ranked No. 6 in the league with a touchdown 
efficiency of 60.4 percent in the red zone. That was the Packers’ best 
conversion rate since finishing No. 2 in the NFL at 65.4 percent in 2003.

It marked the third straight top-10 finish in the category for the Packers, 
as they checked in at No. 9 in 2009 (54.8) and No. 6 in 2008 (60.4). 

Of the Packers’ four best TD-efficiency marks in the red zone since 1995, 
two have come under Head Coach Mike McCarthy:

Green Bay was the only team in the NFC and one of three teams in the 
NFL (Indianapolis and Tennessee) to finish in the top 10 in red-zone 
efficiency each year from 2008-10. 

OUTSIDE THE ZONE
In addition to their red-zone success, the Packers have also displayed a 
high level of production outside that area.
Through Week 12, the Packers rank No. 2 in the league in scoring 

outside the red zone:

In 2010, the Packers were tied for No. 14 in the league with 100 points 
outside the red zone on the season.

Green Bay leads the league in touchdowns outside the red zone this 
season:

DYNAMIC DEBUT
Rookie WR Randall Cobb made a splash in his pro debut vs. New 
Orleans with a 108-yard kickoff return for a TD that matched the NFL 
record, and he has continued to be a threat on both kickoffs and punts.
Through Week 12, Cobb checks in among the league leaders in both 

categories:

Cobb posted an 80-yard punt return for a TD vs. Minnesota in Week 
10, becoming the first rookie in team history to post a punt return for 
a TD and a kickoff return for a TD in the same season. He also became 
the first player in team history and the first NFL rookie since the 
merger to register a 100-yard kickoff return and an 80-yard punt return 
in the same season.

Cobb added a 55-yard kickoff return in the third quarter against the 
Vikings to become the first Packer since Travis Williams (at Pittsburgh, 
Nov. 2, 1969) to post an 80-yard PR and a 55-yard KR in the same game.

Cobb is tied for No. 3 in the league this season in total kick return TDs:

According to the Elias Sports Bureau, Cobb became just the second 
NFL player to register a touchdown reception and a kickoff return for 
a score in his pro debut, joining Detroit’s Bill Bowman (9-yard reception, 
100-yard kickoff return, vs. Chicago on Sept. 26, 1954).

Cobb also joins Williams and Robert Brooks as the only players in fran-
chise history to register a receiving touchdown, a punt return for a TD 
and a kickoff return for a score in the same season.

With a 55-yard punt return vs. Tampa Bay in Week 11, Cobb became the 
first Packer since Billy Grimes in 1950 to record a punt return of 55-plus 
yards in back-to-back games.

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THE PRODUCTION CONTINUES
CB Charles Woodson enjoyed the finest season of his career in 2009, 
his first year in the 3-4 scheme, and has continued to make his presence 
felt ever since.
Through Week 12, Woodson ranks No. 2 in the NFL with six intercep-

tions.

This is Woodson's fourth season with six-plus INTs as a Packer. He 
joins Bobby Dillon as the only players in franchise history to accomplish 
that feat.

In the Week 7 win at Minnesota, he intercepted QB Christian Ponder two 
times on the afternoon, Woodson's sixth multi-INT game in a Green Bay 
uniform. 

In the Week 4 win over Denver, Woodson picked off QB Kyle Orton and 
returned the interception 30 yards for a TD, his 11th career INT return 
for a TD to move into a tie for the No. 2 spot in NFL history:

The INT for a score against Denver gave Woodson 12 defensive scores 
for his career, which ties him for No. 3 in NFL annals:

Woodson has now returned an INT for a touchdown in six straight 
seasons (2006-11), becoming the first player in NFL history to do 
so. No other NFL player has accomplished the feat in more than four 
consecutive seasons.

Woodson’s nine interceptions for TDs since 2006 rank No. 1 in the 
league over that span, more than double the total of the nine players tied 
for the No. 2 spot with four each.

Woodson’s nine interception TDs over the past six seasons (2006-11) 
are tied for the most by a player over a six-year period in NFL history, 
matching the mark of Houston Oilers safety Ken Houston, who actually 
recorded nine INT touchdowns over a five-year period (1967-71).

With his first INT for a TD coming in his rookie season of 1998, the 
time from Woodson’s first INT TD to his most recent spans 14 seasons 
(1998-2011). That ranks tied for No. 3 in NFL history behind only Rod 
Woodson (1987-2002) and Deion Sanders (1990-2004), according to 
the Elias Sports Bureau.

His INT return for a score against the Broncos was his ninth career with 
the Packers, further extending his franchise record. Adderley ranks No. 
2 in team annals (seven, 1961-69) 

It was also Woodson’s 10th defensive TD (nine INTs, one fumble return) 
in a Green Bay uniform, which further extended his franchise mark.

He led the Packers with a career-high five forced fumbles in 2010. He 
was the only defensive back in the NFL to register four forced 
fumbles each season in 2009 and 2010.

Woodson is the only Packers defensive back since 1994 to record four 
forced fumbles in a season, and he has done it twice.

Woodson achieved the highest individual honor bestowed upon a defen-
sive player, taking home The Associated Press Defensive Player of the 
Year award in 2009. He also was named an AP first-team All-Pro.

Woodson’s INT return for a TD in Week 4 last season against the Lions 
was the third straight year that he had returned an INT for a TD against 
Detroit. He became the first player in NFL history to return an inter-
ception for a TD in three consecutive seasons against the same team.

Woodson has registered two sacks in 2011, his fourth straight season 
with two-plus sacks. He is the first defensive back in franchise 
history (since 1982) to accomplish that feat.

In 2009, Woodson became the fourth player in NFL history since sacks 
became an official statistic to record at least nine interceptions and two 
sacks in a single season. 

There’s no doubt Woodson’s career has undergone a revitalization since 
coming to Green Bay. He now has 53 career interceptions, which is 
second among active NFL players. Of his interceptions, 36 have come 
in 89 games with Green Bay. In 106 games with the Raiders, he had 17.

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PICKING PACK 
For the sixth straight season, Green Bay finds itself in familiar territory 
when it comes to interceptions.
Through Week 12, the Packers lead the NFL with 22 interceptions and 

rank No. 1 in the league with 383 interception return yards:

The Packers have finished in the top six in the league in interceptions  
every season under Head Coach Mike McCarthy. Last season, Green 
Bay checked in at No. 2 with 24 interceptions, and in 2009, the Packers 
led the league with 30 interceptions.

The Packers' 54 interceptions in 2009-10 were the most by the team 
over a two-year period since Green Bay registered the same number 
from 1966-67.

Green Bay recorded 22 interceptions in 2008 (tied for No. 3), 19 in 2007 
(tied for No. 6) and 23 in 2006 (No. 3).

The Packers are the only team in the league to have three players 
(Woodson, Peprah, Williams) with four or more interceptions. 

The Packers’ two INTs for touchdowns in Week 9 at San Diego gave 
them three for the season, their franchise-record fourth straight season 
recording at least three interception returns for TDs. 

The last NFL team to register four straight seasons with at least three INT 
returns for TDs was the Los Angeles Rams from 1983-86.

A look at where Green Bay ranks in several categories since 2008:

KEEPING THEM OUT
Since 2010, the Packers have been one of the best defenses in the league 
when it comes to keeping their opponents out of the end zone.
The Packers ranked No. 2 in the league in scoring defense last sea-

son, allowing the opposition an average of just 15.0 points per game, as 
they trailed only Pittsburgh (14.5) in the category. This year, Green Bay 
is tied for No. 13 in the NFL in scoring defense (20.6).

Since 2010, Green Bay ranks No. 3 in the league in scoring defense 
at 17.3 points per game.

Including last year’s playoffs, the Packers have allowed 17 or fewer 
points in 16 of their last 31 games.

Green Bay allowed just 24 TDs last season, the fewest by the Packers 
since 19 in 1996, and that total was No. 2 in the NFL behind only the 
Steelers (22).

The No. 2 scoring ranking last season was the Packers’ best mark since 
they finished No. 1 in the league in that category during the 1996 Super 
Bowl season (13.1 per game).

Green Bay finished No. 5 in the NFL in overall defense in 2010, allowing 
an average of 309.1 yards per game, and No. 5 in the league in passing 
defense at 194.2 yards per game.

With the No. 5 ranking last season and a No. 2 ranking in 2009, the 
Packers finished in the top five in overall defense in consecutive seasons 
for the first time since 1968-69.

Green Bay allowed just six rushing TDs in 2010, which ranked No. 3 in 
the NFL. The Packers’ 11 rushing TDs given up from 2009-10 were the 
fewest in a two-year span in team history.

Under defensive coordinator Dom Capers, the Packers thrived in 
their new 3-4 scheme in 2009, finishing No. 1 against the run and No. 
5 against the pass. The previous top ranking in franchise history in run 
defense came in 1972, when the team finished No. 2.

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MAKING THEM PAY AFTER TAKING IT AWAY
The Packers were one of the most productive team in the league from 
2008-10 when it came to converting turnovers into points, and they have 
picked up where they left off through 11 games this season.
Through Week 12, Green Bay is tied for No. 5 in the NFL in takeaway 

points:

Since 2008, the Packers rank No. 1 in the NFL with 453 points off of 
takeaways over that span.

The Packers have been productive at Lambeau Field, having scored 
points off a turnover in 18 of their last 23 home games.

Green Bay finished No. 5 in the NFL with 111 points off of takeaways 
last season, the Packers’ third straight top-5 ranking in the category. The 
Packers were the only team in the NFL to finish in the top 5 in points 
off of takeaways each season from 2008-10.

Green Bay ranks No. 2 in the league this season with a plus-15 
turnover differential.

The Packers posted a plus-10 turnover ratio on the season in 2010 (No. 
4 in NFL).

The Packers have posted at least three INTs for TDs in each of the last 
four seasons. That is the first time in franchise history that Green Bay 
has accomplished that feat. The Packers have posted at least three INTs 
for TDs in five of six seasons under Head Coach Mike McCarthy.

Green Bay posted 30 INTs and 10 fumble recoveries in 2009, which 
it turned into 141 points. The 40 takeaways led the NFL, and the 141 
points scored off those takeaways tied New Orleans for most in the NFL.

The 30 interceptions led the league and was the team’s highest single-
season total since 1981, when it also had 30.    

During McCarthy’s tenure, the Packers have a 44-6 (.880) regular-
season record when they come out ahead in the game in turnover ratio, 
and a 6-20 (.231) record when they lose the takeaway battle. Under 
McCarthy, Green Bay is 24-3 (.889) when its turnover margin is plus-2 
or better. 

Green Bay ranks No. 2 in the league this season in total takeaways:

FEW FLAGS
One area of emphasis for the Packers last season was reducing penalties, 
and that focus has continued to pay dividends in 2011.
Through Week 12, Green Bay has been penalized just 56 times for 411 

yards.

In 2010, the Packers tied for No. 3 in the league with just 78 accepted 
penalties (4.9 per game), the fewest by a Green Bay team since the 
league went to a 16-game schedule in 1978. The previous low was 80 
penalties in both 1983 and 2001. 

That was a 40-penalty drop from 2009, when the Packers were the most-
penalized team in the league with 118 accepted penalties.

Green Bay was whistled for just one penalty in Week 10 vs. Minnesota, 
its best performance of the season. 

Green Bay’s defense ranks No. 1 in the league in fewest penalty 
yards (112) and the offense ranks No. 6 in the NFL in fewest penalty 
yards (218).

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NOT IN A GIVING MOOD
The Packers have always prided themselves on their ability to take care of 
the football, an emphasis that has helped place them among the league 
leaders once again in the category 11 games into the season.
Through Week 12, Green Bay is tied for No. 1 in the NFL for the fewest 

giveaways:

In 2009, the Packers set a franchise mark with a league-low 16 give-
aways, Since ’09, Green Bay has turned the ball over just 48 times, which 
ranks No. 2 in the league over that span:

Their 22 giveaways in 2010 brought the Packers’ three-year total (2008-
10) to just 59 turnovers. That was the fewest over a three-year span by 
the Packers since the NFL went to a 16-game schedule in 1978, besting 
the previous mark of 67 from 1994-96. 

When the Packers have turned the ball over the past two seasons, the 
defense has helped limit opponent scoring following those giveaways.

This season, Green Bay ranks No. 4 in giveaway points allowed:

In 2010, the Packers gave up just 39 points following their 22 turnovers 
on the season, an average of 1.77 points per giveaway that ranked No. 4 
in the league. Green Bay’s three TDs off of giveaways were tied for No. 
2 in the NFL last season.

The Packers’ average of 1.77 points off of giveaways last season was the 
best mark posted by Green Bay since 1.70 in 2000.

Since 2010, Green Bay ranks No. 2 in the league in fewest points allowed 
off of giveaways:

Since taking over as the starting quarterback in 2008, Aaron Rodgers 
has recorded 33 games without an interception. In those games, the 
Packers have a 27-6 (.818) record.

If the Packers don’t commit a turnover, they’re almost guaranteed to 
win. They have now won 47 of 51 (.922) regular-season games playing 
turnover-free football since a loss at Dallas, Nov. 18, 1996. Green Bay’s 
only losses in such games during that stretch came three times against 
Minnesota, twice in Minneapolis (2005, ’08) and once at home (2009), 
and in Week 15 in 2009 at Pittsburgh. 

BREAKING DOWN THE 53
It’s a balanced roster for the Packers, which holds 25 offensive players, 25 
defensive players and three specialists.
Of the 53 players on Green Bay’s roster, 32 of them (60.4 percent) were 

drafted by the Packers.
With eight non-drafted free agents on the roster having started their 

career with Green Bay, 40 of the 53 players (75.5 percent) began their 
pro career with the Packers. For 47 of the 53 (88.7 percent) players, the 
only team they have played for in the regular season is Green Bay.

Seven of the team’s draft picks from 2011 made the team, and for the 
second straight season, so did three non-drafted free agents (S M.D. 
Jennings, LB Jamari Lattimore and LB Vic So’oto). A pair of 
non-drafted rookies, G/T Ray Dominguez and RB Brandon Saine, 
have been elevated to the practice squad during the season.

More than half the players (29) on Green Bay’s roster entered the league 
as a sixth-round or seventh-round pick or as an undrafted player.

Of the 53 players on the roster, 46 of them (86.8 percent) are 28 years 
old or younger.

For the sixth straight season, the Packers’ roster was one of the five 
youngest teams in the league (based on Kickoff Weekend rosters). This 
season, Green Bay checked in tied for No. 3 with an average age of 
25.74, trailing only Tampa Bay (25.17) and Seattle (25.72).

The Packers were the youngest team in the league for four straight 
seasons (2006-09) before checking in at No. 5 in 2010 (25.92).

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MATTHEWS MAKES HIS WAY TO THE QUARTERBACK
LB Clay Matthews has been one of the most productive players in the 
NFL since he entered the league in 2009 when it comes to getting after the 
quarterback.
Here is a look at where Matthews’ sack total ranks since entering the 

league in 2009:

While Matthews doesn’t rank among the league leaders with five sacks 
this season (tied for the team lead), he has continued to provide consis-
tent pressure on opposing signal-callers.

According to STATS LLC, Matthews leads the league in combined quar-
terback knockdowns and hurries this season (stats are through Week 
12 for Matthews, but Sun./Mon. games are updated on Wednesday):

Matthews was named to his second straight Pro Bowl last season and 
was named NFL Defensive MVP by Pro Football Weekly/PFWA. He also 
earned NFC Defensive Player of the Year recognition from Sporting 
News and the Committee of 101.

He received first-team All-Pro honors from The Associated Press, 
the first Packer LB to earn that recognition since Tim Harris in 1989. 
Matthews finished second to only Pittsburgh S Troy Polamalu in the AP
Defensive Player of the Year voting.

With a sack of QB Jon Kitna in the second quarter in Week 9 last season 
against Dallas, Matthews became the first Packer since the stat became 
official in 1982 to register a double-digit sack total in each of his first 
two seasons in the NFL.

According to the Elias Sports Bureau, Matthews became the first NFL 
player since sacks became an official statistic in 1982 to register 
double-digit sacks and a defensive TD in each of his first two seasons 
in the NFL.

With two sacks of Falcons QB Matt Ryan in the Divisional contest last 
season, Matthews became the first player in team history (since 
1982) to post at least one sack in each of his first three career postsea-
son games. With 4.5 career sacks in the postseason, Matthews already 
ranks No. 2 in team playoff annals behind only DE Reggie White (eight).

Matthews’ 3.5 sacks last postseason were the most in franchise history 
(since 1982) in a single postseason.

Matthews has posted two or more sacks in a game six times in his 
career. Five of those two-sack games came in Matthews’ first 18 games 
in a Packers uniform, breaking White’s franchise mark of four in his first 
18 games with Green Bay (1993-94).

In 2009, Matthews set a Packers rookie record with 10 sacks on his way 
to earning Pro Bowl honors, the first Green Bay rookie to be named to 
the all-star game since Hall of Fame WR James Lofton in 1978.

With five games remaining in his third season, Matthews is tied for No. 
2 in team history (since 1982) for the most sacks by a Packer in his first 
three seasons in the NFL:

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OUT OF THE BREAK
For the second straight season, the Packers have been one of the most 
productive teams in the league when it comes to the third quarter of 
games.
In 11 contests this season, the Packers have outscored their opponents 

103-27 in the third quarter, a 76-point differential that ranks No. 1 in 
the league:

In 2010, Green Bay finished No. 2 in the NFL in third-quarter scoring dif-
ferential at plus-74, outscoring its opponents 110-36. That trailed only 
San Diego, who posted a 76-point margin (107-31) in the third quarter.

The Packers have been efficient on their opening drives in the second 
half, scoring five touchdowns this season (tied for No. 1 in the NFL):

Green Bay tied for No. 7 in the NFL in 2010 with 37 points on the opening 
possession of the second half, which topped the Packers’ mark of 20 
points in 2009 (No. 20 in the NFL).

The high mark under Head Coach Mike McCarthy came in 2007, 
when Green Bay tied for No. 3 in the league with 50 points on opening 
second-half drives.

Green Bay’s defense has done its part as well coming out of halftime, 
allowing just 13 points in 11 games this season. That total is tied 
for No. 4 in the league.

STARTING AND CLOSING
Green Bay has been efficient starting games this season as well, scoring
45 points on game-opening drives. That total ranks No. 1 in the NFL and
nearly doubles the Packers’ 23-point output in 2010:

The Packers have posted 44 points in the final two minutes of the first 
half this season. That tops Green Bay’s season total of 31 points in 2010:

TRAMON TAKES IT AWAY
After getting off to a slow start when it comes to interceptions in the first 
seven games of the season, CB Tramon Williams has made his pres-
ence felt of late.
Williams posted an interception in three straight games (Weeks 9-11), 

only the second time in his career that he had accomplished that feat. 
That included a regular-season career-high two INTs vs. Tampa Bay in 
Week 11.

Williams’ four interceptions over that span was a career-high for a three-
game stretch.

He is the only undrafted player in the league to record at least four INTs 
in each of the past four seasons (2008-11).

In Green Bay’s Week 9 win at San Diego, Williams posted the first TD 
of his career in the regular season on a 43-yard INT return for a score.

Williams led the team in INTs last season with a career-high six picks, 
and added three more during the 2010 postseason.

Including playoffs, Williams ranks No. 1 in the NFL in both intercep-
tions and interception return yards since 2010:

RACKING UP TACKLES
LB Desmond Bishop moved into the starting lineup for the final 12 reg-
ular-season games and all four postseason contests in 2010, and has been 
one of the most productive members of Green Bay’s defense ever since.
Through 11 games, Bishop ranks No. 1 on the team with 119 tackles (94 

solo), 44 more stops than the next-closest defender. He also is tied for 
the team lead with a career-high five sacks.

Bishop has either led the team in tackles or tied for the team lead in eight 
of 11 games this season.

Bishop has posted six double-digit tackle games this season, highlighted 
by a career-high 20 stops (15 solo) vs. St. Louis in Week 5. That was 
the most by a Packer since LB A.J. Hawk registered 20 at Seattle (Nov. 
27, 2006).

Bishop has recorded a double-digit tackle total in 13 of the last 23 
regular-season games.

With his current average of nearly 11 tackles a game, Bishop is on pace 
for 173 tackles this season. That would rank No. 3 in team history 
since the Packers began recording defensive statistics in 1975:

Bishop finished second on the team with a career-high 121 tackles 
(82 solo) in 2010. He led the linebackers with a career-best 10 passes 
defensed, the most by a Green Bay linebacker since John Anderson 
registered 15 in 1981.

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ON THE ROAD AGAIN
Green Bay is off to its first 6-0 start on the road in franchise history and the 
second start of 5-0 or better under Mike McCarthy (2007).
The Packers have been able to stay above the .500 mark on the road 

during McCarthy’s tenure, a notable achievement in the National Football 
League.   

Since 2006, McCarthy’s first season as the head coach in Green Bay, 
only 12 of 32 NFL teams have regular-season road records above .500.   

298 AND COUNTING
Another packed house at Lambeau Field against the Buccaneers in Week 
11 brought the stadium’s consecutive sellouts streak to 298 games (282 
regular season, 16 playoffs). 
The Week 7 crowd in 2010 of 71,107 vs. Minnesota was the third-largest 

regular-season crowd in Lambeau Field history.
The league’s longest-tenured stadium, Lambeau Field is hosting its 55th 

season of football this year. A total of 566,362 fans made their way 
through the turnstiles in the eight home contests in 2010. 

Across American professional sports, only Boston’s Fenway Park (1912) 
and Chicago’s Wrigley Field (1914) have longer tenures.    

THE LAMBEAU ADVANTAGE
The crown jewel of the National Football League, Lambeau Field has long 
been known as one of the tougher venues to play in, particularly during the 
harsh Wisconsin winter.   
Re-establishing home-field advantage after a 4-4 mark in 2008 was one 

of the goals of 2009, and with the Packers finishing 6-2 at home, they 
accomplished that goal. Green Bay followed that up with a 7-1 mark at 
Lambeau Field in 2010.

Head Coach Mike McCarthy stated consistently upon his arrival in 
Green Bay that one of the team’s goals would be to reclaim the mystique 
of playing at Lambeau Field. Mission accomplished. The team is 31-8 
(.795) at home over the past 39 regular-season games, good for No. 2 
in the NFL over that span behind only New England (34-4, .895).

Since Ron Wolf and Mike Holmgren began the revitalization of the 
franchise in 1992, Green Bay owns the best home record in the NFL. A 
look at the top regular-season home W-L records since the ’92 season: 

HOME COOKING
The Packers’ win over Dallas at Lambeau in November 2009 was the first 
step to a 7-1 finish and a playoff berth for Green Bay.
Since that Week 10 victory over the Cowboys in ’09, the Packers have 

been the best team in the league at home. Green Bay’s lone defeat since 
then came to Miami last season in Week 6 when the Packers fell to the 
Dolphins in overtime.

IN THE FREE-AGENCY ERA
Talk of unrestricted free agency in the early ’90s led many to forecast tough 
times for the small-town Green Bay Packers.  
However, Green Bay has remained among the most successful teams 

since the advent of free agency in 1993. The Packers have won 10 or 
more games 10 times since ’93 and captured seven division crowns.

IN THE LEAGUE RANKINGS, 2011
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2011 OPPONENTS A GLANCE AT THE SCHEDULE
The Green Bay Packers began the 2011 season at home against the New 
Orleans Saints. The matchup of the last two Super Bowl winners marked 
the first time in franchise history that the Packers opened their season on 
a Thursday night. 
The Packers went on the road in Week 2 to take on Carolina, the first 

of back-to-back road games for Green Bay. It was the second straight 
season that Green Bay played two contests away from Lambeau Field in 
the first three weeks.

For the second straight season, the Packers visited Soldier Field in 
Week 3 to take on the Chicago Bears, a rematch of the 2010 NFC 
Championship Game.

Green Bay faced another 2010 playoff foe in Week 5 when it traveled to 
Atlanta for a Sunday night contest against the Falcons on NBC. It was 
the Packers’ third game against an NFC South opponent in the first five 
weeks.

The Packers hosted Minnesota in Week 10 on ESPN’s Monday Night 
Football. 2011 marked the 19th consecutive season the Packers have 
appeared on MNF, the NFC’s longest streak and the second-longest 
streak in the NFL (Denver, 20).

For the third time in Head Coach Mike McCarthy’s tenure, the 
Packers traveled to Detroit for a Thanksgiving Day matchup. Green Bay 
has won all three of its Thanksgiving games (2007, 2009, 2011) under 
McCarthy.

With the MNF game against Minnesota and the Thanksgiving game at 
Detroit, the Packers had three games in an 11-day span. Green Bay has 
some recent experience with a stretch similar to that, having won three 
contests in 12 days in 2009 (Nov. 15-26).

Both of the Packers’ December road games will be played outdoors in 
potential cold-weather conditions with visits to the N.Y. Giants (Week 
13) and the Kansas City Chiefs (Week 15). 

Green Bay finishes the regular season with back-to-back home contests 
for the second straight season. The only other time the Packers have 
finished with two home games in consecutive seasons was 1922-23.

The Packers will have three games at Lambeau Field this season Dec. 11 
or later, the first time they have had that many since the 2005 campaign 
(also three).

For just the second time in franchise annals, the Packers will play on 
Christmas. Green Bay will host Chicago in prime time on NBC. The only 
other Christmas game in Packers history also came against the Bears 
(2005) at Lambeau Field.

The Packers will be the first NFL team to play on Thanksgiving, 
Christmas and New Year’s Day in the same season, with all three games 
coming against divisional foes.

Green Bay closes against an NFC North opponent for the fifth time in the 
past six seasons, this time against Detroit.

By opening at home and ending the season with two games at Lambeau 
Field, the Packers play just five times in front of the home crowd in the 
107 days in between Sept. 8 and Dec. 25.

Thirteen games are slated for Sunday this season, with two Thursday 
contests and one on Monday night. Only five games are scheduled for 
noon (CT) starts with six games currently slated for 3:15 p.m. (CT).

Set a franchise record with a 58-yard field goal in Week 7 at Minnesota, 
eclipsing the mark of 56 yards he held (Week 1 at Philadelphia, 2010; 
Week 5 at Atlanta, 2011).

For his career, has hit 82-of-91 field goals (90.1 percent) from 39 yards 
and closer.

Has hit 11-of-22 field goals (50.0 percent) from 50-plus yards. 
Ranks No. 5 in team annals with 609 career points, having surpassed

this season, the longest regular-season streak in franchise history as he 
eclipsed Chris Jacke’s mark of 17 (1993).

80 DONALD DRIVER 
Has 9,863 career receiving yards, which ranks No. 1 on the franchise’s 

all-time list. Surpassed James Lofton (9,656) at Carolina in Week 2.
Surpassed Sterling Sharpe (595) in 2009 to become the franchise’s all-

time leader in receptions. Driver now has 721 career catches. 
Had a reception in 133 consecutive games, besting the franchise’s previ-

ous long streak of Sharpe’s 103 (1988-94), before not catching a pass  
in Week 7 last season against Minnesota.  

In 2010, had 50-plus receptions for the ninth time, extending his franchise 
record. Lofton and Sharpe each had seven seasons with 50-plus catches. 

Is the all-time leading receiver at Lambeau Field, with 4,795 career 
receiving yards at the stadium.  

Also is Lambeau Field’s all-time leader in receptions with 350.
Topped the 1,000-yard receiving mark for a seventh overall season and

In 2009, was one of only 10 NFL linebackers to record at least 85 tackles, 

two interceptions and a sack.

85 GREG JENNINGS
With 12 TD receptions in 2010, joined Sterling Sharpe, Antonio Freeman 

and Billy Howton as the only Packers to post 12-plus TD catches in two 
seasons.

By eclipsing the 1,000-yard receiving mark last season, became the 
fifth player in team history to post three straight 1,000-yard receiving 
seasons, joining Lofton, Sharpe, Freeman and Driver.  

His four career catches of 80-plus yards are a franchise record.     
His 30 catches of 40-plus yards since 2007 lead all NFL players.     
Had 147 receiving yards in Week 7 at Minnesota for his 22nd career 100-

yard game, which moved him into a tie for the No. 4 spot in franchise 
history with Donald Driver.

In Week 12 vs. Detroit, surpassed 6,000 career receiving yards in his 
86th career game, which tied him for the second fastest to 6,000 yards 
receiving in team annals behind only WR Sterling Sharpe (84 games).

Ranks No. 1 in NFL history with a 103.8 career passer rating.
With a 101.2 rating last season, became the first quarterback in team 

history to post back-to-back 100-plus passer rating seasons.
Became the first player in NFL history to post 4,000 yards passing in 

each of his first two seasons as a starter (2008-09). 
Surpassed the 10,000-yard mark for his career in 2010 at Washington in 

Week 5, becoming just the sixth QB in franchise history to top that mark.
Threw 70 TD passes in his first 40 career starts, a franchise record.
Has thrown a TD pass in 27 straight regular-season games at Lambeau 

Field, a team record (previous mark was 25 by Brett Favre, 1992-96).
Finished the ’09 season with 4,434 passing yards, No. 2 on the fran-

chise’s single-season list behind Lynn Dickey (4,458, 1983). 
His passer rating of 103.2 in 2009 was the second-best single-season 

mark in franchise history, behind Bart Starr’s 105.0 in 1966 (min. 200 
attempts).  

In 2009, became first QB in NFL history to throw 30 or more TDs, seven 
or fewer INTs, and rush for five TDs in the same season.

Joined Steve Young (San Francisco, 1998) as the only quarterbacks in 
NFL history to throw for 4,000 yards and 30 TDs and rush for 300 yards 
and five TDs in the same season.  

Has 21 career 300-yard games, 22 three-TD games and 33 zero-INT 
games. 

Is the only QB in team history with two 400-yard passing games.
In 58 career starts, has posted a 100-plus passer rating 36 times. Set an 

NFL record for quarterbacks whose careers started since 1970 with 28 
games with a 100-plus passer rating in his first 50 starts.

His 155.4 passer rating at Cleveland in Week 7 in 2009 was the fran-
chise’s highest single-game total (min. 20 attempts), besting Brett 
Favre’s 154.9 rating set in Oakland on Dec. 22, 2003.  

Has registered a passer rating over 110.0 in four consecutive games 
three times in his career (Weeks 3-7, 2009; Week 9, Weeks 11-13, 2010; 
Weeks 1-7, 9-112, 2011), one of only two quarterbacks in franchise his-
tory (Bart Starr, 1966) to accomplish the feat in a single season. 

Is the only NFL QB since the 1970 merger to post four straight 110-
plus rating games in three straight seasons. Is the only Packers QB 
to record more than seven straight 110-plus passer rating games in a 
single season.

Is one of four QBs in Packers history to surpass the 4,000-yard mark in a 
season, joining Lynn Dickey (1), Brett Favre (5) and Don Majkowski (1).

Has posted four or more rushing TDs each of the past three seasons 
(2008-10), becoming only the second Packers QB to accomplish that 
feat (Tobin Rote, 1954-56), and has eclipsed 300 rushing yards in back-
to-back seasons, the first since Rote in 1954-56.

His four-TD, zero-INT game vs. the N.Y. Giants last season in Week 16 
was the 10th game in which he had three-or-more touchdown passes 
and no interceptions. That was an NFL record for the most games of that 
type by a quarterback within three seasons of his first NFL start, topping 
Kurt Warner’s mark of nine from 1999-2001.

With 15 career rushing TDs, is tied for No. 2 in team history (with Bart 
Starr) among QBs behind only Tobin Rote (29).

38 TRAMON WILLIAMS
Led the team with a career-high 23 passes defensed in 2010.
Starting with his first career interception in the 2007 regular-season 

finale, has 16 interceptions in the last 50 games. 
Posted a career-high six interceptions in 2010, topping his previous 

career best of five in 2008.
Is the only non-drafted free agent in the NFL to post four or more inter-

ceptions each of the past four seasons (2008-11).

21 CHARLES WOODSON
His 10 defensive touchdowns with Green Bay (nine interceptions, one 

fumble recovery) are a team record.  
With nine interception returns for scores, ranks No. 1 on Green Bay’s 

all-time list, eclipsing the previous mark set by Herb Adderley (seven, 
1961-69).  

For his career, has 11 INT-return TDs, which ranks tied for No. 2 in NFL 
history with Darren Sharper behind only Rod Woodson (12). 

Ranks No. 1 in the NFL with 24 interceptions since 2008.
Ranks No. 2 in the league with 458 INT return yards since 2008, trailing 

only Baltimore S Ed Reed (583).
His five forced fumbles in 2010 were a career high and the most by a 

Packer since LB/DE Keith McKenzie posted five in 1999.
In 2009, established career highs in interceptions (9, tied league lead), 

and interception returns for TDs (3, tied league lead and team record), 
and matched a then career high with four forced fumbles.  

Has 53 career interceptions, 36 in 88 games since coming to Green Bay 
in 2006. Woodson had 17 interceptions in 106 games with Oakland. 

Became the fourth player in NFL history since sacks became an official 
statistic in 1982 to record at least nine interceptions and two sacks in 
a single season. Is the only player in NFL history to post at least seven 
interceptions and two sacks in back-to-back seasons. 

In 2009, became the first NFC player to win the conference’s Defensive 
Player of the Month award multiple times in one season (Sept., Nov., 
Dec.).

Has started all 11 games at LG this season, a career high.
Served as reserve at tackle and guard in his second season while also

Played three different positions up front during his rookie campaign, 
starting games at both tackle spots and becoming the first Packers 
rookie to start consecutive games at left tackle since Chad Clifton in

NFC recognition from Pro Football Weekly in 2010.
Has played in 107 games with 95 starts during his seven-plus seasons 

in Green Bay, with 83 starts at center the past five-plus seasons.
Part of an offense that ranked No. 9 in the league in total yards last 

season, the fifth straight year the offense has ranked in the top 10.

RG Josh Sitton, 6-3, 318, 4th Year, Central Florida
Was named 2010 Offensive Lineman of the Year by the NFL Alumni 

Association and was selected as a Pro Bowl alternate.
Is the only Packer on either side of the ball to not miss a snap from 

2009-10. Has started 44 straight regular-season games.
According to STATS LLC, has allowed just two sacks over the past two 

seasons.
Known best for his run blocking, was a key cog in Ryan Grant’s career-

best 1,253-yard season in 2009, the sixth-best single-season rushing 
total in franchise annals.

RT Bryan Bulaga, 6-5, 314, 2nd Year, Iowa
Has started nine games at RT this season, missing Weeks 4-5 due to a 

knee injury.
Started the final 12 games of 2010 and the entire postseason at right tackle 

after taking over for veteran Mark Tauscher (shoulder), the most regular-
season starts by a Packers rookie tackle since Tauscher’s 14 in 2000.

Named to the Pro Football Weekly/PFWA all-rookie team last season.
Capped his impressive rookie season by becoming the youngest player, 

according to STATS LLC, to ever start in the Super Bowl (21 years, 322 
days) and turned in a commendable performance against Pittsburgh 
pass rusher LaMarr Woodley.

TE Jermichael Finley, 6-5, 247, 4th Year, Texas
Is tied for No. 5 in the NFL among tight ends with five TD catches this 

season, which matches his career high. Ranks No. 3 on the team in 
receptions (36) and receiving yards (513).

In 2010, led the team in receiving yards (301) and per-catch average 
(14.3) through four games before going down for the season with a knee 
injury on the second offensive snap at Washington in Week 5.

In breakout 2009 campaign, posted second-most catches in a single 
season by a Green Bay tight end (55) and fifth-most yards (676), despite 
missing three games with a knee injury.

Finished ’09 with Green Bay playoff-record 159 receiving yards in NFC 
Wild Card loss at Arizona, the second-most productive game by a tight 
end in NFL postseason history behind San Diego’s Kellen Winslow (166 
yards, Jan. 2, 1982, vs. Miami).

WR Donald Driver, 6-0, 194, 13th Year, Alcorn State
Ranks first on the franchise’s all-time list for receptions (721) and 

receiving yards (9,863).
Has caught 50 or more passes in a season a franchise-best nine times, 

topping Lofton and Sterling Sharpe (seven each).
Extended two team records in 2009 with his seventh 1,000-yard season 

and sixth straight. Indianapolis’ Reggie Wayne was the only other player 
in the league to have a 1,000-yard season each of those six years (2004-
09).

Was credited with his fourth career Pro Bowl selection in 2010 since he 
would have been named to the all-star squad as an injury replacement 
for DeSean Jackson had the Packers not been preparing for Super Bowl 
XLV.

QB Aaron Rodgers, 6-2, 225, 7th Year, California
Leads the NFL this season in passer rating (127.7), completion percent-

age (71.8), TD passes (33), yards per attempt (9.60), and ranks No. 3 in 
passing yards (3,475).

His career passer rating of 103.8 ranks No. 1 in NFL history (min. 1,500 
attempts).

In 58 regular-season starts, has posted 21 games with 300-plus passing 
yards, 33 without an interception and 36 with a 100-plus passer rating.

Posted 12,394 passing yards from 2008-10, which ranked No. 2 in 
league history behind only Kurt Warner (12,612, 1999-2001) for the 
most passing yards by a QB in his first three seasons as a starter.

Became the first quarterback in NFL history to throw for more than 
4,000 yards in each of his first two seasons (2008-09) as a starter. 

RB Ryan Grant, 6-1, 222, 5th Year, Notre Dame
Ranks No. 2 on the team with 287 yards on 79 carries (3.6 avg.), hav-

ing been sidelined with a kidney injury in Week 4. Has come back from 
a season-ending ankle injury suffered in the 2010 season opener at 
Philadelphia, which ended a streak of 48 consecutive games played (51 
including playoffs).

Topped 1,200 rushing yards in both 2008 and 2009, only the third back 
in team history to do so in consecutive years (Ahman Green, 2001-03; 
Jim Taylor, 1961-62) and one of only four backs in the NFL to do so 
those years (Adrian Peterson, Thomas Jones, Chris Johnson).

of the past four seasons, and is the first Packer to achieve that feat since 
RB Ahman Green (2001-04).

Has converted 13-of-15 opportunities (86.7 percent) on third-and-1 or 
fourth-and-1 since 2010.

PACKERS STARTERS – OFFENSE
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LDE Ryan Pickett, 6-2, 340, 11th Year, Ohio State
Has played in 159 of a possible 171 regular-season games during his 

career, missing just seven contests due to injury.
Leads the defensive line with 43 tackles (18 solo) this season.
Unselfishly made the transition to left defensive end after serving as the 

starting nose tackle in 2009, the first year of defensive coordinator Dom 
Capers’ 3-4 scheme. Played in 14 games with 12 starts last season, 
finishing with 53 tackles (27 solo), a sack, a fumble recovery and a pass 
defensed.

Key component of Packers’ No. 1-ranked rushing defense in 2009 
(franchise-record 83.3 yards allowed per game), the first time in team 
history that Green Bay led the league in that category.

NT B.J. Raji, 6-2, 337, 3rd Year, Boston College
Led all NFL nose tackles with 6½ sacks in 2010, the third most recorded 

by a nose tackle since 1990 (according to STATS LLC).
Was the only Green Bay defensive lineman to open every game in 2010, 

with his career-high 66 tackles (36 solo) pacing the line. Has started 27 
straight regular-season games.

Selected as a Pro Bowl alternate in 2010 and was named to USA Today’s
All-Joe Team, which honors unheralded players in the league.

Added 12 tackles, a sack, two passes defensed and an interception in 
the postseason, highlighted by an 18-yard INT return for a score at 
Chicago in the NFC Championship Game that put Green Bay up 21-7 in 
the eventual 21-14 victory.

RDE Jarius Wynn, 6-3, 285, 3rd Year, Georgia
Leads the defensive line with a career-high three sacks this season, 

including a career-best two at Chicago in Week 3. Ranks No. 3 among 
Green Bay defensive linemen with 26 tackles (16 solo) on the season.

Saw action primarily as a down lineman in nickel in his first two sea-
sons, but has stepped into a more significant role due to the injury of 
second-year DE Mike Neal.

Was waived by the team in the final roster cutdown in 2010, but was 
re-signed by the club heading into Week 2 after DE Justin Harrell was 
lost for the season due to a knee injury.

LOLB Clay Matthews, 6-3, 255, 3rd Year, Southern California
Became the first Packer since RB John Brockington (1971-72) to earn 

Pro Bowl recognition in each of his first two seasons in the NFL.
Named first-team All-Pro by The Associated Press in 2010, the first 

Green Bay LB to earn that honor since Tim Harris in 1989. Finished 
second to Pittsburgh safety Troy Polamalu in the AP’s Defensive Player 
of the Year voting.

Is the only Packer (since 1982) to record a double-digit sack total in 
each of his first two seasons in the league. Ranks No. 5 in the NFL with 
28.5 sacks since 2009.

Was named NFL Defensive MVP by Pro Football Weekly, and also earned 
NFL Defensive Player of the Year recognition from Sporting News and 
NFC Defensive Player of the Year honors from the Committee of 101 in 
2010.

BLB A.J. Hawk, 6-1, 247, 6th Year, Ohio State
Has either led the team or finished second in tackles in each of his five 

seasons.
Hasn’t missed a game in his career, playing in all 91 contests with 88 

starts. The only three non-starts came in both Minnesota games in ’09 
and the season opener in 2010 at Philadelphia when Packers opened in 
nickel defense.

Tied for No. 1 among NFL linebackers in 2010 with a career-high three 
interceptions, and tied for No. 1 with five interception from 2009-10. 
Earned first career Pro Bowl selection in 2010.

Has posted 701 tackles (494 solo), 10½ sacks, eight interceptions, 33 
passes defensed, two forced fumbles and four fumble recoveries during 
his career.

MLB Desmond Bishop, 6-2, 238, 5th Year, California
Leads the team with 119 tackles (94 solo) and also is tied for the team 

lead with a career-high five sacks. Posted a career-high 20 tackles (15 
solo) vs. St. Louis in Week 6, the most by a Packer since Hawk regis-
tered 20 at Seattle (Nov. 27, 2006).

Has posted a double-digit tackle total in 13 of his last 23 regular-season 
starts.

Started the final 12 games of the season in 2010 and finished second on 
the team with 121 tackles (82 solo), three sacks and an interception, all 
career highs.

Led the linebackers with a career-high 10 passes defensed in 2010, the 
most by a Green Bay LB since John Anderson registered 15 in 1981.

ROLB Erik Walden, 6-2, 250, 4th Year, Middle Tennessee St.
Is No. 3 among Packers linebackers with 64 tackles (38 solo) on the 

season, and has three sacks.
Signed by the Packers as a free agent on Oct. 27, 2010, went on to 

appear in nine games with two starts along with another three starts in 
the postseason.

Earned NFC Defensive Player of the Week honors for his Week 17 per-
formance vs. Chicago when he recorded a career-high three sacks and 
a career-best 16 tackles.

Originally a sixth-round draft choice by the Dallas Cowboys in 2008, he 
played in a total of 28 games for Kansas City and Miami from 2008-10.

LCB Charles Woodson, 6-1, 202, 14th Year, Michigan
Ranks No. 2 in the NFL with six interceptions this season and ranks No. 

1 in the NFL with 24 interceptions since 2008.
In 2010, earned third straight and seventh career Pro Bowl bid and won 

first Super Bowl in his 13 seasons in the NFL.
Is tied for No. 2 in NFL history (with Darren Sharper) with 11 INT returns 

for TDs, trailing only Rod Woodson (12).
Named NFL Defensive Player of the Year by The Associated Press in 

2009, becoming only the second Packer to win the award (DE Reggie 
White, 1998) and the oldest defensive back to earn the honor.

In ’09, posted a career-high nine interceptions, and earned NFC 
Defensive Player of the Month honors three times. Became first defen-
sive player in the NFL to win a monthly award three times in the same 
season.

RCB Tramon Williams, 5-11, 191, 5th Year, Louisiana Tech
Leads the team with 17 passes defensed this season.
Including playoffs, ranks No. 1 in the NFL in interceptions (13) and INT 

return yards (258) since 2010.
Posted career highs in tackles (63), interceptions (six) and passes 

defensed (23) on his way to being selected to the Pro Bowl in 2010 as 
an injury replacement.

With three interceptions during the 2010 playoffs, tied Joe Laws (1944) 
and Craig Newsome (1996) for the franchise single-postseason record.

SS Charlie Peprah, 5-11, 203, 6th Year, Alabama
Is tied for No. 2 among NFL safeties with a career-high four intercep-

tions this season. Has posted 54 tackles (46 solo) and a career-best nine 
passes defensed.

Ranks No. 3 in the league with 126 INT return yards, highlighted by a 
franchise-record (since 1940) 116-yard effort at San Diego in Week 9.

Stepped into the starting SS spot in 2010 following rookie Morgan 
Burnett’s season-ending knee injury in Week 4 and posted career highs 
in every major statistical category.

Played in 37 games for the Packers from 2006-08, primarily on special 
teams and returned to Green Bay in 2010 after spending the second half 
of the 2009 season with Atlanta.

FS Morgan Burnett, 6-1, 209, 2nd Year, Georgia Tech
Became the first Packer to post four interceptions in his first seven 

games since S Chuck Cecil (1988). 
Leads the secondary with 73 tackles (54 solo) and is one of only two 

players on the team (Woodson) to record a sack, an interception, a 
fumble recovery and a forced fumble this season.

In 2010, became only the second Packers rookie to open the season as 
a starter at safety since Cecil in 1988, joining teammate and three-time 
Pro Bowl selection Nick Collins (2005).

Started the first four games of the season at SS before sustaining a 
season-ending knee injury vs. Detroit in Week 4.

In just three seasons at Georgia Tech, intercepted 14 passes, two shy of 
the school’s career record.

the field and were ultimately forced to punt. 
at San Diego Chargers (11/6): Appeared briefly on defense and on special 
teams but did not record any statistics. 
vs. Minnesota Vikings (11/14): Saw increased playing time with the defense 
employing its dime package on several passing downs...Defense limited 
Minnesota to just 16-of-34 passing for 190 yards and an INT, the lowest 
opponent QB rating (52.3) in the season’s first nine games...Also saw his 
normal action on special teams where he drew the difficult assignment of 
blocking Minnesota DE Everson Griffen, who serves as a gunner on the 
Vikings’ punt coverage team...Steered Griffen just enough to help create 
the lane used by WR Randall Cobb at the beginning of his 80-yard punt 
return TD early in the first quarter.  
vs. Tampa Bay Buccaneers (11/20): Saw time both on defense and special 
teams but did not record any statistics...Had the initial block on CB E.J.

Also downed a Masthay punt at the Buccaneers 9-yard line late in the third 
quarter.
at Detroit Lions (11/24): Had a season-high three tackles on special teams 
and also appeared briefly on defense, where he recorded an assisted 
tackle...Picked up two tackles in kickoff coverage and one on the punt 
team, helping Masthay down a season-high four punts inside the Detroit 
20-yard line, forcing the Lions into an average starting position at their 
own 16-yard line following each of his five punts...Was a critical cog in 
limiting elusive WR Stefan Logan to just one punt return, a play that saw 
him drop the returner for a 2-yard loss.

76 Chad Clifton, T, 12th Year, Tennessee
2011 Season: Veteran protector who has climbed the franchise’s all-
time list for games played and service time over the course of his 12-year 
career...Opened each of the first five games at his familiar LT post provid-
ing his usually superb pass protection as a critical piece to an offense that 
led the NFL in scoring through five games (34.6 ppg avg) and ranked No. 
4 in total offense...Suffered a significant hamstring injury on the offense’s 
second possession of the Week 6 game at Atlanta (Oct. 9) and has not 
played since. 
vs. New Orleans Saints (9/8): Became just the fourth offensive lineman in 
franchise history to have appeared in 160 games, starting his 155th at LT 
in the season opener...Consistent protection against an aggressive, blitz-
happy Saints defense allowed Rodgers time to complete 27-of-35 attempts 
for 312 yards and three TDs...Had a good set against DE Junior Galette on 
Rodgers’ 32-yard TD pass to WR Randall Cobb late in the first quarter, and 
was part of a line that allowed just two sacks in 37 dropbacks with both 
coming on blitzes.
at Carolina Panthers (9/18): Had another solid performance as part of a 
protection unit that yielded just one sack in 30 dropbacks and helped 
clear the way for a 400-yard output...Was matched primarily against DE 
Charles Johnson for most of the game...Sealed the backside with his block 
of Johnson on RB James Starks’ game-long 40-yard run in the third quar-
ter...Also had sound protection against the noted pass rusher on Rodgers’ 
84-yard TD pass to WR Jordy Nelson late in the fourth quarter...Also had 
a good set against DE Greg Hardy on Rodgers’ 39-yard hookup with TE 
Jermichael Finley near the start of the second quarter...Hardy tried to beat 
him with an inside move, but the veteran held him off, allowing Rodgers 
time to scan the secondary and throw deep downfield.
at Chicago Bears (9/25): Helped create a consistent pocket against an 
attacking Chicago front seven led by perennial Pro Bowl DE Julius 
Peppers...Helped limit Peppers to just one sack on 40 passing plays as 
the OL surrendered only two total during the game...Sustained a bull rush 
from Peppers that allowed Rodgers time to find TE Jermichael Finley for a 
24-yard gain early in the second quarter...Also made a good block on DE 
Israel Idonije on RB Ryan Grant’s game-long 14-yard run early in the fourth 
quarter...Teamed with LG T.J. Lang against Peppers to seal the left side of 
the pocket, allowing Rodgers to roll right and find Finley for a 7-yard TD 



early in the second quarter. 
vs. Denver Broncos (10/2):  Saw most of his snaps opposite DE Elvis 
Dumervil and pitched a shutout against the noted pass rusher, limiting him 
to just one tackle and no sacks on the afternoon...Part of a protection unit 
that helped the offense to a 500-yard performance and six scoring drives 
en route to a 49-23 victory, the highest single-game scoring output by a 
Green Bay team since 2005...Pinned Dumervil to the inside on a 16-yard 
run off by Starks off the left edge late in the first quarter...Also teamed with 
Lang to stay in front of Dumervil on Rodgers’ 50-yard TD pass to Nelson 
on the following play, the offense’s first TD of the game...Also worked with 
Lang to execute a combination block on DT Kevin Vickerson on the back-
side of Starks’ game-long 22-yard run early in the fourth quarter.
at Atlanta Falcons (10/9): Started the game, but sustained a hamstring 
injury on the offense’s second possession and did not return.
vs. St. Louis Rams (10/16): Inactive due to the hamstring injury, missing his 
first contest since Week 8 of 2009. 
at Minnesota Vikings (10/23) - at Detroit Lions (11/24): Inactive (hamstring).

18 Randall Cobb, WR, Rookie, Kentucky
2011 Season: A dynamic talent who has already made significant contri-
butions both in the return game and as a WR early in his rookie season...
Is No. 5 in the NFL in kickoff return average through 11 games at 27.8 
yards per attempt, having taken back 25 kicks for 696 yards and a TD...
Has also served as the team’s primary punt returner, returning 20 punts 
for 255 yards (12.8 avg.) and a TD...Ranks No. 4 in the NFL in punt return 
average...Continues to create a role for himself amongst a deep, experi-
enced receiving corps and has collected 17 catches for 255 yards (15.0 
avg.) and a TD on offense...Became the first rookie in franchise history to 
record both a kickoff and punt return for a TD in a single season when he 
returned a punt 80 yards for a score in Week 10 vs. Minnesota...With the 
punt return, also became the first rookie since the AFL-NFL merger in 1970 
to record both a 100-plus yard kickoff return and an 80-plus yard punt 
return in the same season.
vs. New Orleans Saints (9/8): Exploded onto the NFL landscape with a mem-
orable performance in his first professional game...Made two catches for 
35 yards and returned two kickoffs for 135 yards...Offensive performance 
was highlighted by a 32-yard catch-and-run TD from QB Aaron Rodgers 
late in the first quarter that staked Green Bay to a 21-7 lead...On the TD, 
admitted to having run the wrong route, a slant against S Roman Harper 
that saw him catch the ball over the middle at the 26-yard line before knif-
ing up the seam...Put a move on S Malcolm Jenkins at the 15 and went 
aerial from the 4-yard line into the end zone, becoming the first Packers 
WR to catch a TD pass in his first career game since Javon Walker did so 
on Sept. 8, 2002...On his KR-TD, caught the ball near the back of the end 
zone and advanced it beyond the 20-yard line where he spun out of a hit 
by CB Leigh Torrance...Nearly lost his footing but was held up by team-
mate FB John Kuhn...Fully returned to his feet and took off, going the rest 
of the way untouched for the score...Play tied former New England Patriot 
Ellis Hobbs’ (Sept. 9, 2007) NFL record for the longest kickoff return in 
league history...Became the first player since Bill Bowman of the Detroit 
Lions on Sept. 26, 1954, (100-yard KO, 9-yard recept.) to score two TDs, 
one of them a kickoff return TD, in his NFL debut...Also marked Green 
Bay’s first KR-TD since CB Allen Rossum had one on Nov. 19, 2000, vs. 
Indianapolis (92 yards) and set the franchise record for distance previously 
held by Al Carmichael (106, vs. Chicago Bears, Oct. 7, 1956)...Became the 
first Green Bay player to have both a KR-TD and touchdown reception in 
the same game since Wuert Engelmann on Oct. 25, 1931...At 21 years, 
17 days, also became the youngest NFL player to return a kickoff for a 
TD since the Chicago Bears’ Andy Livingston did so on Dec. 13, 1964 (20 
years, 53 days).
at Carolina Panthers (9/18): Had two catches for 25 yards (12.5 avg.) in 
a reserve role on offense and was limited to just two kickoff returns for 
48 yards (24.0 avg.) on special teams...Fumbled his first kickoff return of 
the game after slamming into the back of teammate TE Ryan Taylor after 
an 18-yard return in the first quarter...Had a 30-yard return in the fourth 
quarter on his only other opportunity. 
at Chicago Bears (9/25): Made one catch for 13 yards, a quick-hit throw 

from Rodgers at the snap that he advanced for a first down in the second 
quarter...Also returned five punts for 39 yards (7.8 avg.), including a 
career-long 17-yarder late in the first quarter...Downed all four kickoffs he 
received for touchbacks.
vs. Denver Broncos (10/2):  Finished with two catches for 75 yards, includ-
ing a career-long 61-yarder late in the third quarter...On the play, lined 
up in the right slot and ran vertically into a zone that featured LB Wesley 
Woodyard underneath and S Rahim Moore over the top...Hauled in a 
perfectly placed throw by Rodgers that cleared just over Woodyard’s 
head, broke a tackle by converging LB Joe Mays and was clear into the 
secondary...Briefly stumbled after breaking the tackle, allowing veteran S 
Brian Dawkins time to close and catch him down the field...Play marked 
the longest reception by a Packers rookie since WR James Jones’ 79-yard 
TD at Denver on Oct. 29, 2007...Joined Greg Jennings and Jordy Nelson 
as the first trio of Packers to each record 75 or more receiving yards in a 
game since Nov. 4, 2007, at Kansas City.
at Atlanta Falcons (10/9): Tallied two catches for 26 yards (13.0 avg.), the 
first of which converted a key third down to keep the chains moving on 
the final play of the third quarter...Rodgers connected with Jennings on 
the ensuing first down for a 29-yard TD that extended the Packers’ lead to 
22-14 in an eventual 25-14 victory. 
vs. St. Louis Rams (10/16): Caught a swing pass behind the line of scrim-
mage and advanced it for a 6-yard gain in the third quarter, his lone offen-
sive touch of the game...Also had one kickoff return for 16 yards. 
at Minnesota Vikings (10/23): Had one catch for 7 yards and his first profes-
sional carry for 1 yard, but his biggest contribution came on special teams, 
where he overcame what was a muffed punt that Minnesota recovered 
in the second quarter to record his season-long 42-yard return early in 
the third...Started the return on the right side of the field, side-stepping 
CB Brandon Burton and then cutting all the way across to his left, just 
beyond the reach of LB Kenny Onatolu and up the sideline...Broke a tackle 
attempt by P Chris Kluwe before advancing and eventually being tackled 
out of bounds by DE Everson Griffen at the Minnesota 32-yard line...
Rodgers would find TE Jermichael Finley four plays later for a 2-yard TD 
that extended the Packers lead to 27-17 with 10:35 remaining in the third 
quarter...With the return, became the first rookie and just the third player in 
franchise history to record both a 100-yard kickoff and 40-yard punt return 
in the same season (Al Carmihcael, 1955; Roell Preston, 1998). 
at San Diego Chargers (11/6): Returned a career-high five kickoffs for 128 
yards (25.6 avg.) and saw his lone punt return go for 11 yards...Did not 
record any statistics on offense for the first time in his young career.
vs. Minnesota Vikings (11/14): Made another tremendous splash in front of 
a national television audience...Following a three-and-out forced by the 
Green Bay defense on Minnesota’s opening possession, took the first 
punt of the game back 80 yards for a TD to give Green Bay a 7-0 lead with 
13:42 remaining in the first quarter...On the play, fielded the ball in the air 
outside of the left hashmark before darting to his right and then slashing 
diagonally upfield through a crease created by a handful of good blocks...
Shed a late tackle attempt by a diving Onatolu, turning on the jets to outrun 
the remainder of the coverage unit to the end zone...Play made him the first 
rookie in team history to have both a kickoff and punt return TD in a season 
and was the first punt return for a TD by a Packer since CB Will Blackmon’s 
65-yarder at Minnesota on Nov. 9, 2008...The punt return was not his only 
special teams highlight, as he also returned a third-quarter kickoff 55 yards 
to set up a TD drive...Became the first NFL player to record both an 80-plus 
yard punt return and 55-plus yard kickoff return in the same game since 
WR Dante Hall did so on Dec. 8, 2002, and the first Packer to do so since 
RB Travis Williams on Nov. 2, 1969...Also saw his most extensive playing 
time of the season from scrimmage and recorded a season-high three 
catches for 36 yards (12.0 avg.).
vs. Tampa Bay Buccaneers (11/20): Became the first Packer since Billy 
Grimes in 1950 to record a punt return of 55 yards or more in back-to-
back games with his 55-yarder in the fourth quarter...On the play, caught 
the ball outside the numbers on the left side of the field at the 10-yard line, 
running first to his right before darting upfield...Cut diagonally across the 
hashmarks at the 25 yard-line, stepping through a diving tackle attempt 
by P Michael Koenen and exploding into the open field toward the right 



sideline before being tripped up by RB Kregg Lumpkin at the Tampa Bay 
30...Totaled with two punt returns for 69 yards (34.5 avg.) and three 
kickoff returns for 51 yards (17.0 avg.)...Also had one catch for 11 yards 
on offense.
at Detroit Lions (11/24): Recorded two catches on offense for 21 yards (10.5 
avg.) and also returned two kickoffs for 45 yards (22.5 avg.)...Made a 
12-yard catch to convert a third-and-7 in the fourth quarter on a drive that 
resulted in a 32-yard FG by K Mason Crosby. 

36 Nick Collins, S, 7th Year, Bethune-Cookman
2011 Season: Three-time Pro Bowl defender who had embarked on 
yet another successful campaign in the secondary before suffering a 
season-ending neck injury in the second half of the team’s Week 2 game 
at Carolina (Sept. 18)...Placed on injured reserve Oct. 12...At the time of 
his injury, had posted 10 tackles (nine solo), a forced fumble and a pass 
defensed for the season.
vs. New Orleans Saints (9/8): Started his seventh consecutive season 
opener and finished with seven tackles (six solo) and a forced fumble...On 
the Saints second offensive play with 9:37 remaining in the first quarter, 
came up and hit WR Marques Colston after a 12-yard gain, jarring the ball 
loose...Fumble was recovered by CB Tramon Williams at the New Orleans 
36-yard line and the Packers offense would need just six plays to score its 
second TD of the quarter, extending the lead to 14-0...Forced fumble was 
Collins’ first since Oct. 12, 2008, at Seattle...Also added a special teams 
tackle when he brought down FB Jed Collins after a 7-yard kickoff return.
at Carolina Panthers (9/18): Secondary stalwart started and recorded three 
tackles (all solo) and a pass defensed, but was taken off the field on a 
stretcher after suffering a season-ending neck injury early in the fourth 
quarter...On the play, came up to stop RB Jonathan Stewart following a 
completion in the left flat...Stewart leaped over a fallen LB A.J. Hawk, and 
when Collins dove headfirst, the crown of his helmet awkwardly made 
contact with the runner’s backside and he fell motionless to the ground...
Before the injury, had turned in one of his typically well-rounded perfor-
mances, including on special teams where he contributed two tackles in 
kickoff coverage...Pass defensed came on the first play of the second 
quarter when he closed hard on a in-breaking route by WR Steve Smith 
and stepped in front of a QB Cam Newton pass, nearly making the INT in 
the front of the end zone...Forced a FG two plays later as part of a red-zone 
defense that forced three FGs and a turnover on downs during the game. 
at Chicago Bears (9/25): Inactive (neck) for the first time since Nov. 22, 
2007 at Detroit. 
vs. Denver Broncos (10/2):  Inactive (neck). 
at Atlanta Falcons (10/9): Inactive (neck).

83 Tom Crabtree, TE, 2nd Year, Miami (Ohio)
2011 Season: A core special teams player and rugged blocker who has 
continued to carve out his niche on a roster loaded with talent at the skill 
positions...Has appeared in all 11 games with a career-high six starts and 
has four catches for 24 yards (6.0 avg.) and a TD, having also added four 
tackles and a forced fumble on special teams. 
vs. New Orleans Saints (9/8): Saw action as part of various two-and-three TE 
sets and finished with one reception for 4 yards...Catch came on a third-
and-3 late in the second quarter and the first down extended what was 
ultimately a 14-play, 80-yard drive that culminated with a 17-yard James 
Starks TD run two plays later...Also made a good block on LB Will Herring 
on a 10-yard run by RB Ryan Grant on the second drive of the first quarter, 
driving Herring completely out of the play to his side.
at Carolina Panthers (9/18): Started the game and also saw extensive action 
as part of the inverted wishbone, three-man backfield, effectively serving 
as a second FB and lead blocker...On Starks’ game-long 40-yard rush in 
the third quarter, came out of the backfield to the left side of the line of

at Atlanta Falcons (10/9): Started for the third time in five games and 
contributed one catch for 15 yards...Released into the right flat on a first 
down play late in the second quarter and hauled in the pass from Rodgers 
near the sideline, advancing forward for 15 yards...Also recorded a special 
teams tackle, cutting down explosive return man WR Eric Weems on the 
Falcons’ lone kickoff return of the game. 
vs. St. Louis Rams (10/16): Started yet again, but did not record any receiv-
ing statistics...Helped get the initial push on DE Chris Long as part of a 
play-action run fake that resulted in a 35-yard TD pass from Rodgers to 
WR James Jones.

Week 13 of 2010, had converted 23 consecutive FGs in the regular sea-
son, breaking Chris Jacke’s record (17) for the longest streak in franchise 
history, before hitting the right upright on a 29-yard attempt in Week 11 
vs. Tampa Bay...Tied his own team record (set in Week 1 of 2010) with a 



56-yard FG at Atlanta (Oct. 9), and then exceeded it two weeks later with 
a franchise-best 58-yarder at Minnesota (Oct. 23)...Is now the only kicker 
in the NFL to have three 56-yard FGs since the start of 2010...Was named 
the PK on Pro Football Weekly’s Midseason All-Pro team...Has also been 
the benficiary of the new kickoff rules, using his powerful leg to boom a 
career-high 34 touchbacks...Is tied for fifth in the league among kickers 
with 100 points on the season and his touchback total ranks tied for third...
Also executed a surprise onside kick in Week 4 vs. Denver, his third con-
secutive success in that respect, dating back to the 2009 playoffs.   
vs. New Orleans Saints (9/8): Converted all six of his PAT tries but did not 
attempt a FG...Was also the beneficiary of the new kickoff rules that have 
moved the kick to the 35-yard line, banging four touchbacks, a single-
game career high for the veteran.
at Carolina Panthers (9/18): Led the team in scoring with 12 points after 
converting all three of his FG attempts (37, 19, 34 yards) and all three 
PATs...Also boomed two touchbacks and limited the Panthers kickoff 
returners to a 21.4-yard average on five returns...All three of his FGs came 
in the third quarter and came courtesy of turnovers created by the Packers’ 
defense...Marked the third time in his career he has hit three FGs in a quar-
ter (also at St. Louis, 9/27/09, and vs. Detroit, 10/18/09).
at Chicago Bears (9/25): Converted each of his FG opportunities, connect-
ing from both 37 and 28 yards, and was good on all three PAT tries...Also 
drilled three touchbacks on kickoffs and helped limit the Bears’ dangerous 
returners to a 21.3-yard average on three returns...Has been successful 
on his first five FG attempts to open the season for the second consecu-
tive year...Boomed three touchbacks...Was also credited with an assisted 
tackle in kickoff coverage when came up and put a hit on WR Johnny 
Knox, helping LB D.J. Smith finish the tackle on the opening kickoff of the 
second half. 
vs. Denver Broncos (10/2): Connected on each of his career-high seven PAT 
tries, but did not attempt a FG...His play of the game came on a successful 
surprise onside kick late in the first quarter...Put perfect height and dis-
tance on the ball, spiking it high and to his right, allowing WR Jordy Nelson 
to camp underneath it, giving the ball back to the offense for what was 
a TD drive that extended the Packers’ lead to 21-3...Has now converted 
three consecutive onside tries dating back to the 2009 Wild Card playoff at 
Arizona (1/10/10) and four of his last six since the start of the 2009 season. 
at Atlanta Falcons (10/9): Continued his impressive start to the season and 
received NFC Special Teams Player of the Week honors for tying his career 
high with four successful FGs made on the road against the Falcons...Was 
the third time in his career he’d been named for the award (Week 1, 2007 
and Week 1, 2010)...Marked the fourth time in his career he has made four 
FGs in a game...Hit from 32, 25, 56 and 30 yards and made his lone PAT, 
accounting for 13 of the club’s 25 points in the game...The 56-yard make 
in the third quarter tied his the team record for distance he set in Week 1 
of 2010 at Philadelphia (Sept. 12) and marked the 11th conversion of 50 
yards or more in his career...Also doubled his previous single-game career 
high for touchbacks, powering six into or beyond the Atlanta end zone, 
limiting Pro Bowl returner Eric Weems to just one return for 28 yards.
vs. St. Louis Rams (10/16): Tied Jacke’s team record with his 17th consecu-
tive FG conversion, a 32-yard make in the first quarter that kicked off 24 
straight point by the Packers en route to a 24-0 halftime lead...Was a 
perfect 3-for-3 on PAT tries and boomed three touchbacks while limiting 
St. Louis’ returners to 40 yards on just two returnable kicks (20.0 avg.).

schemes early in the 2011 season...Has started nine of the first 11 games 
and ranks third on the team with 36 catches for 513 yards (14.3 avg.) and 
a career-high-tying five TDs. 
vs. New Orleans Saints (9/8): Returned to action for the first time since Week 
5 of 2010, starting at TE and making three catches for 53 yards (17.7 
avg.)...All three of his catches went for first downs...Game-long 20-yard 
catch came on a back-shoulder throw from QB Aaron Rodgers against S 
Roman Harper, who had run with him down the numbers.
at Carolina Panthers (9/18): Led the team in receiving with five catches for 
68 yards (13.6 avg.) on the afternoon...Made four of his catches for 51

Became just the second TE in franchise history to catch three TD passes 
in a single game, joining Keith Jackson, who did so on 9/1/96 at Tampa 
Bay...Game marked the second multi-TD game of his career (vs. Baltimore, 
12/7/09)...First TD came on the team’s opening drive of the game when he 
was split out wide to the left of the formation...Chicago was flagged for 
offsides, but he stuck with his route, freezing S Brandon Meriweather with 
a juke move near the goal line, and cutting to the inside to haul in a 6-yard 
throw from Rodgers to give Green Bay the early lead...Had his game-long 
24-yard catch come on a back-shoulder throw early in the second quarter 
when he was motioned out wide to the right and ran vertically against 
S Craig Steltz...Two plays later, cashed in for his second TD to put the 
Packers up 14-0...On that play, lined up in the right slot and thought it was 
a called run...Came off the ball attempting to block LB Lance Briggs, but 
looked back to see Rodgers scrambling to his side and disengaged from 
Briggs just in time to make a diving catch at the goal line, falling into the 
end zone...Final TD came early in the fourth quarter when he was again 
split out wide to the right, releasing inside of CB Tim Jennings on a fade to

Motioned to be split out to the right and was matched 1-on-1 with S Steve 
Gregory...Turned to gain position for the ball that was thrown to his back 
shoulder, and beat the safety on a jump-ball fade to tie the score at 7-7.

vs. New Orleans Saints (9/8) - at Chicago Bears (9/25): Active, but did not 
appear in the game.
vs. Denver Broncos (10/2):  Saw his first game action of the season when he 
came on in relief of Rodgers late in the fourth quarter of a 49-23 victory...

Was the victim of bad luck when his only pass attempt carromed off the 
fingertips of WR Randall Cobb and was intercepted by S Rahim Moore. 
at Atlanta Falcons (10/9)  -  at San Diego Chargers (11/6): Active, but did not 
appear in the game.
vs. Minnesota Vikings (11/14): Came on in place of Rodgers in the fourth 
quarter of a 45-7 Green Bay win...Took the offense 66 yards in nine plays 
on his only true possession, ending it with a 3-yard TD run, the first rush-
ing TD of his career.

2011 season in Week 12 when injuries decimated the ILB position, playing 
the entire second half and recording a key INT in the game...Defensively 
for the season, has four tackles (three solo) and the INT. 
vs. New Orleans Saints (9/8):  Opened the season on the active roster for the 
first time in his career and dressed...Saw action on special teams, but did 
not record any statistics. 
at Carolina Panthers (9/18): Played on special teams, recording his first 
tackle of the season in the third phase when he teamed with fellow LB 
Brad Jones to take down RB Mike Goodson at the Carolina 17-yard line in 
the fourth quarter.
at Chicago Bears (9/25): Active, but appeared only on special teams...Made 
the tackle on the team’s first kickoff of the game in the first quarter...

of K Mason Crosby’s 16 successful FG attempts to start the 2011 season, 
in addition to the seven he made to close the 2010 regular season, which 
passed Chris Jacke for the most consecutive FGs made in the regular 
season in team history (17, 1993).
vs. New Orleans Saints (9/8):  Opened his fourth consecutive regular season 
as the team’s snapper...Snapped for all six PATs and four punts during 
the game.
at Carolina Panthers (9/18): Snapped for all of the placements and punts, 



including Crosby’s three successful FGs (37, 19, 34 yards) during the 
game.

at Minnesota Vikings (10/23): Made his fourth coverage tackle of the season 
as a gunner on the punt team late in the first quarter...Beat CB Asher Allen 
down the field, allowed CB Marcus Sherels to field the ball cleanly, but 
closed instantly to wrap the returner up at the Minnesota 10-yard line...
The Vikings were also flagged for an illegal block on the play, backing their 
drive origin up to their own 5-yard line...Also down Masthay’s 64-yard punt 
at the Minnesota 2-yard line later in the fourth quarter after CB/S Jarrett 
Bush swatted the ball backwards to keep it from going into the end zone...
The negative field position had a direct effect on Minnesota’s drive, one 
that ultimately ended with a punt that allowed Green Bay to run out the 
remaining clock. 
at San Diego Chargers (11/6): Appeared in the game on special teams but 
did not record any statistics.
vs. Minnesota Vikings (11/14): Help key a dominant special teams perfor-
mance, posting a season-high three tackles on coverage units that limited 
Minnesota to 69 total return yards on six total returns (four kickoff, two 
punt) and also helped spring WR Randall Cobb for an 80-yard punt return 
TD early in the first quarter.
vs. Tampa Bay Buccaneers (11/20): Recorded two tackles on special teams 
for the second consecutive week, making both on kickoff coverage where 
he twice brought down WR Sammie Stroughter.
at Detroit Lions (11/24): Appeared in the game on special teams but was 
penalized for a personal foul just before halftime and was disqualified from 
the game. 

8 Tim Masthay, P, 2nd Year, Kentucky
2011 Season: Second-year specialist who continues to find his groove 
early in 2011 after a strong stretch run in 2010...Has had more limited 
opportunities this season given the success of the NFL’s top scoring 

offense, but has punted 36 times for 1,626 yards, a 45.2-yard gross aver-
age (35.9-yard net), dropping 12 inside the 20. 
vs. New Orleans Saints (9/8):  Punted four times for 170 yards and a 42.5-
yard average, but saw his net numbers decimated by a 72-yard TD return 
by RB Darren Sproles...With 1:16 remaining in the fourth quarter, had a 
near-perfect end-over-end kick caught by CB/S Jarrett Bush at the NO 
1-yard line, but Bush’s foot was touching the goal line and the play was 
ruled a touchback.
at Carolina Panthers (9/18): Punted three times for 116 yards (38.7 avg., 
35.0 net), with a long of 47...Pinned the Panthers at their own 13-yard line 
on a second quarter punt that was fair caught by WR Armanti Edwards...
Kick was his first to be downed inside the 20-yard line on the young season 
and the ensuing drive resulted in an INT by CB Charles Woodson. 
at Chicago Bears (9/25): Had a productive day, limiting Chicago to just two 
returns, while having three punts downed and forcing a fair catch...Used 
mostly Aussie-style kicks, emphasizing hang time to allow the coverage 
unit time to get down the field to contain the explosive Devin Hester...
In total, punted six times for 229 yards (38.2 avg.) and a net average of 
33.2...His lone inside-the-20 kick came in the third quarter when CB Pat 
Lee downed a 45-yarder at the Chicago 2-yard line. 
vs. Denver Broncos (10/2): Due to the offensive profiency that resulted in 
six TD drives, was limited to a regular-season career-low one punt for 49 
yards.
at Atlanta Falcons (10/9): Punted twice, only one of which was returned 
by explosive Pro Bowl return man Eric Weems, who gained just 3 yards 
on his lone attempt...Other kick was fair caught by Weems at the Atlanta 
16-yard line, beginning a drive that ultimately resulted in an INT for Green 
Bay...Also served flawlessly as the holder for K Mason Crosby’s career-
high tying four FGs, including his franchise record-tying 56-yarder in the 
third quarter. 
vs. St. Louis Rams (10/16): Punted five times for 222 yards (44.4 avg.), 
including a career-long 67-yarder in the fourth quarter that was the longest 
by a Green Bay player since Jon Ryan’s 72-yarder vs. Detroit on Dec. 30, 
2007...First punt was downed inside the St. Louis 20-yard line for a fair 
catch in the first quarter...Also recorded his first special teams tackle of the 
season when he took down WR Austin Pettis after a 39-yard return early 
in the fourth quarter.  
at Minnesota Vikings (10/23): Set career highs in both gross (59.3) and net 
(55.3) averages (min. three attempts), landing a season-high three punts 
inside the 20-yard line, helping to limit Minnesota to an average starting 
position at their own 20 on 11 possessions...Net average was the highest 
by a Packer with three or more attempts since the NFL began tracking net 
punting average in 1976...Was also the highest gross average by a Green 
Bay punter with three or more attempts since Don Chandler’s 59.7 mark 
on Oct. 10, 1965...Longest kick of the game was his 65-yarder early in 
the fourth quarter...Most critical of his kicks was a 64-yarder that came 
late in the fourth quarter when the Packers punted from their own 34-yard 
line holding a narrow 33-27 advantage...Masthay had to rush to get the 
ball off as it was nearly blocked by DE Everson Griffen...Boomed the ball 
deep in Vikings territory and benefited from a roll that took it all the way 
to the Minnesota 2-yard line where they were forced to start a drive that 
ultimately ended in a punt and was the last time they possessed the ball. 
at San Diego Chargers (11/6): Was not asked to punt until the fourth quar-
ter, but again came through when called upon, with two attempts for 108 
yards, a 54.0 avg. (42.5 net)...Got both kicks off in the face of intense pres-
sure as San Diego attempted to fight their way back late in the contest...
Also held for Crosby’s successful 47-yard FG.
vs. Minnesota Vikings (11/14): Punted twice for 99 yards (49.5 avg., 43.0 
net), limiting Minnesota to just 13 return yards. 
vs. Tampa Bay Buccaneers (11/20): Had three punts for 163 yards (54.3 
avg., 42.3 net), landing one inside the 20 and seeing one roll through the 
end zone for a touchback...Also recorded his first career carry, tucking 
the ball to keep it from being blocked on the Packers’ first possession 
of the game...On the play, LB Jacob Cutrera came free on a rush, forc-
ing Masthay to pull it down and run...Cutrera punched the ball out, but 
Masthay recovered it in stride and advanced 6 yards for a first down...
The offense assumed the possession and scored a TD 10 plays later to 



take an early 7-0 lead...Had his final punt downed by CB/S Jarrett Bush at 
the Tampa Bay 9-yard line late in the third quarter, his eighth kick to land 
inside the 20 in 2011.
at Detroit Lions (11/24): Punted five times for 207 yards (41.4 avg., 37.8 
net), dropping a season-high four punts inside the Detroit 20-yard line, 
a key factor in the Packers winning the game’s field position battle by 
more than 150 yards...Average starting position for the Lions following his 
five punts was their own 16-yard line and he was instrumental in limiting 
explosive return man WR Stefan Logan to just one return that resulted in 
a 2-yard loss.

52 Clay Matthews, LB, 3rd Year, Southern California
2011 Season: Dynamic All-Pro defender who has continued to punish 
opposing offenses in 2011, both as a pass rusher and against the run, 
where he has made a noticeable improvement from his first two seasons...
Has started all 11 games at LOLB and has 46 tackles (34 solo), is tied for 
the team lead with five sacks and also has a career-high seven passes 
defensed and an INT.
vs. New Orleans Saints (9/8):  Started at his familiar LOLB post, recording 
five tackles (three solo, one for loss), and was a integral part of a short-
yardage defensive stand to help preserve a victory in the season opener 
for the second consecutive year...Was also credited with five QB hits and 
a pressure by the coaching staff...Tackle for loss came on an impressive 
play when he beat what was a designed double team...Got a strong initial 
punch on RT Zach Strief, freeing himself up to bounce TE David Thomas 
backwards and then met RB Mark Ingram in the backfield for a 2-yard 
loss...Forced a turnover on downs late in the third quarter when he made a 
move to beat Strief, penetrating the backfield and teaming with DE Jarius 
Wynn to pressure QB Drew Brees into throwing the ball away on fourth 
down...On the game’s final play, got clear of T Charles Brown and fought 
off a block from Thomas to lay the initial hit on Ingram at the goal line...Got 
help from S Morgan Burnett, stopping Ingram’s progress as time expired 
and preserving the win.
at Carolina Panthers (9/18): Finished the game with seven tackles (four 
solo, one for loss), a sack and a pass defensed, again making one of the 
game’s more impactful plays when he forced a turnover on downs with a 
critical tackle in the fourth quarter...Fourth-down stop came with Carolina 
threatening for the game-tying score inside the Green Bay 10-yard line...
On fourth-and-4, spun his way toward the back of the pocket, forcing QB 
Cam Newton to step forward...Disengaged from a block by RT Byron Bell 
as Newton stepped up to run, chasing the QB down and tackling him after a 
3-yard gain, short of the first down...The Packers assumed possession and 
on the second play of the ensuing drive, QB Aaron Rodgers hit WR Jordy 
Nelson for an 84-yard TD to extend the lead to 30-16...Was credited with a 
zero-yard sack when in the fourth quarter, he played a containment tech-
nique designed to keep the elusive Newton in the pocket...Chased the QB 
to the sideline where he was run out of bounds for no gain...Saw his pass 
defensed come in the third quarter when he jumped up at the line of scrim-
mage to knock down a Newton pass intended for TE Jeremy Shockey...
The next play, a third-and-long, Newton was intercepted by S Morgan 
Burnett...Part of a stingy red-zone defense that yielded just two TDs in six 
trips, stuffed a stretch run to his side early in the first quarter...On the play, 
fought off a block from Shockey and dropped RB DeAngelo Williams for a 
loss of two yards at the Green Bay 15, forcing a FG two plays later...Was 
not awarded the sack but was the first to pressure Newton when he came 
free on a third-down rush in the second quarter...The QB spun away from 
him, but slipped and was touched down by LB Desmond Bishop for a loss 
of 13 yards that forced a punt. 
at Chicago Bears (9/25): Despite not recording a sack, was a menace 
against the run from the opening whistle and was one of the most active 
members of a front seven that limited Chicago to 13 yards on 12 rushing 
attempts (1.1 avg.), tied for the fourth-lowest single-game net yardage 
total in franchise history....Was credited with five tackles (all solo, four for 
loss) and six QB hits...Set the tone for what was a dominating performance 
up front when on the Bears’ first play from scrimmage, he shot off the ball 
unblocked into the backfield, slipping past and beating pulling LG Chris 
Williams inside to engulf RB Matt Forté for a 1-yard loss...Also beat RT 

Frank Omiyale to the inside to help trip up Forté four plays later, teaming 
with Bishop for another 1-yard loss...Later in the first quarter, similar to 
the first play of the game, immediately identified a run and exploded across 
the line unblocked, again beating a pulling Williams and TE Kellen Davis 
to wrap up Forté and slam the RB for a 4-yard loss...Early in the fourth 
quarter, stunted between C and RG, drawing a holding penalty against RG 
Chris Spencer...Two plays later, chased QB Jay Cutler out of bounds after 
a 2-yard gain to force a third-and-long and a subsequent punt on fourth 
down. 
vs. Denver Broncos (10/2): Credited with three tackles (one solo) and four 
QB hits despite once again being the focus of Denver’s various protection 
schemes...Late in the third quarter, finally came free on a rush when he 
invaded the pocket before RB Knowshon Moreno could get over to pick 
him up...Just missed QB Kyle Orton, who stepped up at the last moment, 
but was ultimately sacked by Bishop for a loss of 8 yards.
at Atlanta Falcons (10/9): Did not trigger the sack column, but once again 
made significant contributions that helped dictate the positive outcome 
of the game...Tallied four tackles (three solo) and four QB hits, helping 
to shut out the Falcons throughout the second half, limiting them to just 
251 total yards for the game...With Green Bay trailing 14-3 in the second 
quarter, drew a holding call against RT Tyson Clabo that negated a 47-yard 
completion from QB Matt Ryan to WR Harry Douglas...The penalty forced 
a third-and-20 and the Falcons punted two plays later, the start of Green 
Bay’s comeback...Clabo was also flagged later in the third quarter for an 
illegal use of the hands that extended a third-and-2 to a third-and-12 and 
led to a punt...Registered one of his QB hits on Charlie Peprah’s fourth-
quarter INT, when he stunted inside of RG Garrett Reynolds and pressured 
Ryan into putting too much on the ball, allowing Peprah to tip it to himself 
and secure it for a critical turnover late in the game. 
vs. St. Louis Rams (10/16): Credited with two tackles (one solo), a career-
high three passes defensed and his second sack of the season in the 
team’s 24-3 defeat of St. Louis...Also drew a holding call on TE Michael 
Hoomanawanui on a rush by RB Steven Jackson in the first quarter, 
that extended the down and distance on a drive that resulted in a punt...
Recorded his first pass defensed when he dropped in coverage against TE 
Lance Kendricks in the first quarter...Broke hard on QB Sam Bradford’s 
throw and nearly intercepted the ball in the right flat, but was shoved by 
Kendricks at the last moment, jarring the ball out of his grasp...Second 
pass break-up came late in the second quarter on a blitz when he pen-
etrated the middle of the line and deflected a Bradford pass intended for 
WR Brandon Gibson...Made his career-high third deflection late in the third 
quarter when he jumped at the line after bull-rushing RT Jason Smith and 
batted down another Bradford pass...Registered his first sack since Week 
2 on the Rams’ final drive of the game after he lined up on the inside and 
darted past LG Jacob Bell to drop Bradford for a 7-yard loss that resulted 
in a turnover on downs and allowed Green Bay to run out the remaining 
clock. 
at Minnesota Vikings (10/23): Tallied six tackles (all solo, two for loss) and 
picked up his second sack in as many weeks on a second-down rush late 
in the second quarter...On the sack, used his speed to get past RT Phil 
Loadholt and then dipped his shoulder to turn the corner, chasing down 
QB Christian Ponder for a 2-yard loss to force a third-and-12 and ultimately 
a FG attempt...Saw his pass defensed come when he rushed unblocked off 
the line of scrimmage, closing on a scrambling Ponder, who was rolling 
to his right...Leapt and deflected the thrown ball, nearly intercepting it...
Made another impressive tackle for loss against the run when he shot in 
well-before pulling G Steve Hutchinson could get to him and dropped RB 
Adrian Peterson for a 5-yard loss on the first play of the fourth quarter.
at San Diego Chargers (11/6): Finished with one tackle and four QB hits, 
despite being double-teamed on a significant number of his rushes...One 
of his hits came after he used an excellent spin move to beat RG Louis 
Vasquez on an inside rush that forced QB Philip Rivers into an intentional 
grounding in the fourth quarter...On the very next play, used a delayed rush 
and pressured Rivers again, forcing him to throw the ball away on third 
down, resulting in a punt. 
vs. Minnesota Vikings (11/14): Posted six tackles (five solo) and registered 
a season-high two sacks, the sixth multi-sack game of his career...Sacked 



QB Christian Ponder on the Vikings’ opening drive of the game, also jarring 
the ball loose, but it was recovered by Minnesota...Second sack came in 
the third quarter when he ripped his way past Loadholt and chased Ponder 
before slamming him down for an 11-yard loss on a drive the ended with 
a turnover on downs...Moved into a second-place tie with LB Tim Harris 
for the most sacks by a Green Bay player in his first three seasons in the 
NFL (28.5) and needs only one more to tie LB Tony Bennett (29.5) for the 
most in team history.
vs. Tampa Bay Buccaneers (11/20): Had a relatively quiet day by his stan-
dards, starting at LOLB and finishing with two solo tackles...Made a no-
gain stop of RB LeGarrette Blount on a fourth-quarter carry, fighting clear 
of TE Luke Stocker to touch the RB down at the line of scrimmage.
at Detroit Lions (11/24): Finished with five tackles (four solo), two passes 
defensed and his second career INT...First pass defensed came on an 
impressive awareness play in the second quarter when he rushed off the 
right edge, but saw the LG, LT and RB releasing behind him into the flat...
Quickly retreated backwards and jumped to knock down a high throw by 
QB Matthew Stafford that was intended for RB Maurice Morris, forcing 
a punt...On the Lions’ next possession, dropped in coverage against TE 
Brandon Pettigrew and charged forward after DE/NT Ryan Pickett deflected 
Stafford’s pass high into the air...Matthews stormed beneath it, catching it 
in the air and falling forward for a 7-yard return...Play marked his second 
career INT, gave him a new career high for passes defensed in a season 
(seven), and set up the Green Bay offense to score the game’s first points 
two plays later, making the score 7-0...Drew a holding call on Pettigrew on 
the second series of the first quarter when he overpowered the TE on his 
way to the QB, a penalty the pushed Lions out of FG range and forced a 
punt two plays later...Also made a no-gain stop on a run by Morris late in 
the third quarter, shooting between RT and TE to take down the back as he 
approached the line of scrimmage. 

96 Mike Neal, DE, 2nd Year, Purdue
2011 Season: Powerful physical specimen who flashed immense 
potential in brief action as a rookie in 2010, suffered a knee injury during 
training camp and made his 2011 regular-season debut in Week 11 vs. 
Tampa Bay (11/20). 
vs. New Orleans Saints (9/8): Inactive...Practiced on a limited basis during 
the week, recovering from of a knee injury suffered during a non-contact 
drill during training camp.
at Carolina Panthers (9/18): Inactive...Underwent surgery on his injured 
knee during the week and was ruled out for the game.
at Chicago Bears (9/25) - vs. Minnesota Vikings (11/14): Inactive.
vs. Tampa Bay Buccaneers (11/20): Made his awaited 2011 season debut, 
appearing on defense, most often as a situational rusher on passing 
downs, but did not record any statistics. 
at Detroit Lions (11/24): Saw action in a reserve role on defense for the sec-
ond consecutive week, doubling his snap count from the previous week, 
but did not record any statistics. 

87 Jordy Nelson, WR, 4th Year, Kansas State
2011 Season: Ascending fourth-year receiver who has continued to 
come into his own as a key piece in the team’s vertical-passing attack in 
2011...Has developed a knack for the big play and his 17.8-yard average 
per reception ranks No. 3 in the NFL behind San Diego’s Vincent Jackson 
(18.8) and Carolina’s Steve Smith (18.0) among players with more than 
40 catches...Has already tied the single-season franchise record by post-
ing two TDs of more than 80 yards...Ranks second on the team with 44 
catches, and has set new career highs with 782 yards and nine TDs.
vs. New Orleans Saints (9/8):  Picked up close to where he left off in Super 
Bowl XLV, making a regular-season career-high six catches for 77 yards 
and a TD...Set the tone early with a game-long 36-yard catch on the 
offense’s opening drive to set up a TD three plays later...With S Roman 
Harper blitzing, got an outside release in one-on-one coverage against CB 
Patrick Robinson and ran a ‘go’ route vertically up the left sideline...Gained 
just enough separation to haul in a perfect pass from QB Aaron Rodgers 
for what was the Packers’ longest completion of the game...On the fol-
lowing possession, found a soft spot in an 8-man coverage and caught a 

3-yard TD in front of Harper in the right side of the end zone to put Green 
Bay ahead 14-0, his seventh career TD catch in the regular season...Also 
was on the field for WR Randall Cobb’s NFL record-tying 108-yard KR-TD 
and executed a continuous side-by-side block on Harper for almost the 
entire final third of the return. 
at Carolina Panthers (9/18): Made his lone reception a memorable one, 
with a career-long 84-yard catch-and-run TD in the waning minutes of the 
fourth quarter as the Packers tried to preserve a narrow 23-16 lead...With 
2:26 remaining, responded to an audible by Rodgers out of a running play, 
instead running a skinny post inside of CB Captain Munnerlyn, catching 
the ball near the hashes at the Green Bay 29-yard line, before cutting to 
the outside past S Sherrod Martin who had lost his footing early in the 
play...Raced ahead of the two trailing defenders, but was nearly caught 
by Munnerlyn at the Carolina 25, before getting an assist in the form of 
a tremendous block by Jennings and ran the rest of the way to extend 
the lead to 30-16, the ultimate difference in the game...Play marked his 
second 80-plus yard TD in his last four regular season games (80-yd TD 
vs. New York Giants, 12/26/10), and was third of Rodgers’ career to span 
that distance.  
at Chicago Bears (9/25): Registered three catches for 40 yards (13.3 avg.), 
two of which went for first downs...Long catch of 18 yards converted a 
third-and-7 in the second quarter on a drive that ended with a 37-yard FG 
by K Mason Crosby.
vs. Denver Broncos (10/2): Finished second on the team with five catches for 
91 yards and his career-high third TD of the season against the Broncos...
Kicked off what an impressive scoring performance by the offense with the 
team’s first TD late in the first quarter...On the play, a first-and-10 from 
midfield, came in motion from left to right and on a play-action bootleg, 
got past both CB Cassius Vaughn and S Brian Dawkins running to the post, 
catching a perfectly placed ball from Rodgers at the 2-yard line and going 
into the end zone for the 50-yard score...Joined Jennings and Cobb as 
the first Packers trio to each post 75 or more receiving yards in the same 
game since Nov. 4, 2007, at Kansas City...Joined Driver, Jennings and 
Jones as the first Green Bay WR foursome to each score a TD in a single 
game, marking the first time it had been done by any team since the 1991 
season...Also impacted the game on special teams when as a part of the 
kickoff coverage team, he recovered a surprise onside kick following CB 
Charles Woodson’s 30-yard INT-TD late in the first quarter...Lined up wide 
to the right of the kickoff formation, coming off the ball to camp under a 
high kick by K Mason Crosby...Made sure he was the requisite 10 yards 
from the 35-yard line point of origin and secured the ball at the 46-yard 
line...Green Bay would take full advantage of the additional possession, 
marching 53 yards in seven plays for a TD to extend the lead to 21-3.
at Atlanta Falcons (10/9): Finished with three catches for 17 yards (5.7 
avg.).
vs. St. Louis Rams (10/16): Became the first player in the NFL to post two 
80-plus yard TD catches in 2011 with a career-long 93-yard catch-and-run 
in the second quarter...Added another catch later in the game to finish with 
two for 104 yards (52.0 avg.) and the TD...On the play, lined up wide to 
the left of the formation, releasing to the inside of veteran CB Al Harris...
Executed a double-move when he faked to the inside to bluff a slant in  
concert with a Rodgers pump-fake that drew Harris, and then took off 
vertically to the outside...Slowed to catch the underthrown ball at the Green 
Bay 34, cutting inside of converging S Darian Stewart who then collided 
with a pursuing Harris, taking both players off of their feet and sending 
Nelson off to the races for the fourth-longest completion in franchise his-
tory...Play made him the first player since the AFL-NFL merger in 1970 
to score three 80-plus yard TDs over an eight-game stretch dating back 
to his 80-yard TD in Week 16 of 2010 vs. New York...The game marked 
the second 100-yard outing of his career and his two 80-plus yard TDs 
in 2011 tied the franchise record for most in a single season...Now trails 
only Jennings (four) in the team record book for 80-plus yard TD catches 
in a career. 
at Minnesota Vikings (10/23): Tied for second on the team with four catches 
for 52 yards (13.0 avg.), with each reception going for a first down...Also 
drew a pass interference call against CB Cedric Griffin on a third-and-2 in 
the third quarter, resulting in a first down on a drive that culminated with a 



24-yard Crosby FG...Registered the first special teams tackle of his career 
on the game’s opening kickoff when he wrapped up explosive WR Percy 
Harvin at the Minnesota 27-yard line.
at San Diego Chargers (11/6): Registered his second 100-yard effort in three 
games (third career), with five catches for a team-high 105 yards (21.0 
avg.) and a TD...Scored his fifth TD of the season to cap a two-minute drive 
at the end of the first half, making an excellent 16-yard catch of a low back-
shoulder throw to extend the Packers’ lead to 28-17 just before halftime...
Matched against CB Marcus Gilchrist along the right sideline, turned back 
to a whistling throw from Rodgers and went to the ground to secure the 
ball before rolling into the end zone...Posted his third 60-plus yard recep-
tion of the season on the offense’s second possession of the fourth quarter 
when he ran a double-move against Gilchrist and hauled in a 64-yard throw 
off of a play-action bootleg by Rodgers...Caught the ball near the 20-yard 
line and spun back to the outside, eluding defenders before being brought 
down at the 4-yard line...Two plays later, Rodgers found Jennings for a 
4-yard TD, pushing the lead to 45-24...Also drew a defensive pass interfer-
ence on Gilchrist that setup the Packers’ first TD on the offense’s opening 
possession of the first quarter.
vs. Minnesota Vikings (11/14): Made his fourth start of the season as part 
of a three WR set and led the team with five catches for 63 yards (12.6 
avg.) and two TDs, the first multi-TD game of his career...Yardage total 
helped him eclipse his previous career high for a season (582 in 2010) 
and the two TDs moved him into a tie with Jennings for the team lead 
with seven...First score from 17 yards out to cap the opening drive of the 
second half to extend Green Bay’s lead to 24-0...On the play, caught a pass 
from Rodgers at the line of scrimmage and then stiff-armed his way past 
CB Cedric Griffin, driving the defender to the ground before making his 
way into the end zone...Second TD came as part of a broken play when he 
slipped away from defenders in the back left corner of the end zone and a 
scrambling Rodgers found him for a 4-yard score that made it 38-7 early 
in the fourth quarter.

at Detroit Lions (11/24): Placed second on the team with four catches for 
26 yards (6.5 avg.).

2011 Season: Developing, naturally gifted young lineman who has per-
formed well in more extended duty at both tackle positions when injuries 
have hit the offensive line...Has appeared in all 11 games, starting Weeks 
4 and 5 at RT in the absence of Bryan Bulaga (knee) and now Weeks 6-12 
at LT while veteran Chad Clifton nurses a significant hamstring injury...
Switched to LT on the second series of Week 5 at Atlanta when veteran 
Clifton went down with the hamstring injury and looks to remain in the 
starting lineup throughout Clifton’s rehabilitation, having started his first 
pro game at LT vs. St. Louis in Week 6. 
vs. New Orleans Saints (9/8):  Made his regular-season NFL debut after 
being listed as an inactive for the first 15 games of his rookie season 
before being placed on injured reserve...Dressed as the top backup at both 
T positions but saw action only on special teams as part of the placement 
protection units. 
at Carolina Panthers (9/18): Participated for the second consecutive 

week,but played only on special teams.
at Chicago Bears (9/25): Came on in relief of an injured Bryan Bulaga eight 
minutes into the game and played the duration of the contest at RT, the 
first regular-season scrimmage action of his career...Acquitted himself 
well against an attacking Chicago front seven, helping the line allow just 
two sacks in 40 dropbacks, on what was a 392-yard day for the offense...
On QB Aaron Rodgers’ 24-yard completion to TE Jermichael Finley early

at Minnesota Vikings (10/23): Started at LT and spent most of the game 
matched against NFL sack leader and noted pass rusher DE Jared Allen...
Had an up-and-down day against the veteran Allen on the fast track of the 
Metrodome, but was not charged with any penalties and helped block for 
an offense that still netted 421 yards on 60 plays (7.0 avg.)...Line allowed 
Rodgers to complete 24-of-30 for 335 yards and three TDs good for a

Has appeared in all 11 games, posting 54 tackles (46 solo), along with 
career highs in passes defensed (nine) and INTs (four) and ranks No. 3 in 
the NFL in INT return yardage (126). 
vs. New Orleans Saints (9/8):  Saw action only on special teams and did not 
record any statistics.
at Carolina Panthers (9/18): Posted an assisted tackle in kickoff coverage on 
special teams and was pressed into action for the final 21 defensive plays 
after an injury to Collins (neck)...Finished with three tackles (two solo)

vs. New Orleans Saints (9/8):  Had a productive day, often splitting time 
with DE Jarius Wynn as the down lineman opposite NT B.J. Raji...Led the 
defensive line with six tackles (two solo) and was part of the swarm at the 
goal line that stopped RB Mark Ingram’s progress and sealed the win as 
time expired...On the play, shot underneath RT Zach Strief to clear a lane 
for LB Clay Matthews and S Morgan Burnett to apply the hit to Ingram.

by WR Randall Cobb and set up another Green Bay TD...Also drew a hold-
ing call against C Joe Berger on a fourth-quarter play that negated a 7-yard 
scramble by Ponder.
at San Diego Chargers (11/6): Totaled two tackles (one solo) and a QB hit...
Fought off a double-team on a fourth-quarter rush to pressure QB Philip 
Rivers into an incomplete pass on a third down to force a punt...The 
Packers scored three plays later to extend the lead to 45-24...Bull-rushed 
G Tyronne Green on San Diego’s final drive, walking the lineman back into 
Rivers and getting the QB in the grasp before he threw the ball away. 
vs. Minnesota Vikings (11/14): Statistically, was credited with one assisted 
tackle, but was a significant part of a run defense that limited Pro Bowl 
RB Adrian Peterson to just 51 yards on 14 carries (3.6 avg.)...Defense 
forced six punts, two turnovers on downs and a turnover in 11 Minnesota 
possessions.
vs. Tampa Bay Buccaneers (11/20: Did not record any tackles on defense, but 
did have a batted pass...Personal highlight of the game came on the offen-
sive side of the ball, when he lined up in the backfield on a second-and-goal 
from the 1-yard line on the 15th play of the Packers’ opening possession...
Took a handoff from QB Aaron Rodgers and surged forward for a 1-yard 
TD to put the Packers ahead 7-0, the first offensive TD of his career...With 
the TD, became just the fourth NFL DL since the AFL-NFL merger in 1970 
to score a rushing TD in a regular-season game. 
at Detroit Lions (11/24): Posted two tackles (one solo) and his third sack 
of the season in what was a dominating defensive performance for most 
of the game...On the sack, lined up on the nose and fought his past RG 
Stephen Peterman, chasing QB Matthew Stafford forward into the pocket 
and dropping him for a 3-yard loss in the fourth quarter...Also appeared 
on offense for the second consecutive week, seeing time in the backfield 
on consecutive goal-line plays in the third quarter...Threw an excellent lead 
block on LB Stephen Tulloch to pave the way for FB John Kuhn to score 
a 1-yard TD, capping an 11-play, 77-yard drive to open the second half. 

12 Aaron Rodgers, QB, 7th Year, California
2011 Season: The frontrunning MVP candidate who has stormed 
through the regular season in a statistically dominating fashion, leading 
the franchise to an 11-0 record for the first time in its illustrious history...
Named the NFC’s Offensive Player of the Month for September 2011 after 
opening the season by leading the Packers to a 3-0 record and complet-
ing 74-of-103 (71.8 pct.) passes for 917 yards, eight TDs and one INT...
Followed that up by garnering the honor again for his performance in 
October, his third consecutive claim to the award (December 2010, 
September 2011, October 2011), joining Hall of Fame RB Barry Sanders 
as the only players who have ever won the Offensive Player of the Month 
award three consecutive times...Led the team to a 4-0 record in the sea-
son’s second month, completing 97-of-136 (71.3 pct.) for 1,455 yards 
with 12 TDs and two INTs for an NFL-best passer rating of 129.4...Was 
named the midseason MVP by Sports Illustrated and also a first-team 
midseason All-Pro by Pro Football Weekly...With each passing game, con-
tinues his assault on the franchise’s single-game and single-season record 
books, while gradually climbing in various career categories during what 
is just his fourth season as the starter...For the season, has completed 
260-of-362 attempts for 3,475 yards and an already career-high 33 TDs 
against just four INTs, a cumulative passer rating of 127.7...Ranks No. 1 in 
the NFL in completion percentage (71.8), passer rating, yards per attempt 

(9.60), INT percentage (1.1) and TD passes...Also ranks third in yards and 
fourth in completions, at the controls of the league’s No. 1 scoring offense.
vs. New Orleans Saints (9/8): Named the NFC’s Offensive Player of the 
Week after kicking off the season with yet another outstanding pass-
ing performance against an aggressive, pressure-oriented New Orleans 
defense...Finished the game 27-of-35 for 312 yards and three TDs with 
no interceptions...The game marked his 15th with more than 300 passing 
yards and his 132.1 QB rating was the 26th time he has been over 100 in 
that respect...The 312 passing yards were the most by a Green Bay QB 
in a season opener since Favre’s 333 vs. Oakland on Sept. 12, 1999...
Appeared to be locked-in from the opening gun as he completed 14-of-15 
attempts for 188 yards and three TDs in the first quarter, becoming just 
the second QB in NFL history to throw three TDs in the first quarter of a 
season opener (joining Buffalo’s Jack Kemp - Sept. 13, 1964)...The yard-
age mark for the quarter was also his personal best in any quarter of any 
game in his career...Had his game-long completion to WR Jordy Nelson on 
the game’s opening drive, stepping up in the face of a seven-man pressure 
to deliver a near-perfect ball to Nelson down the left sideline for a 36-yard 
gain...Also showed his continued mastery of the back-shoulder throw, 
particularly with WR Greg Jennings, hitting the receiver for a 7-yard TD to 
cap the opening drive and also for a 22-yard gain later in the contest...Led 
a 14-play, 80-yard drive that spanned 6:36 later in the second quarter and 
was punctuated by a 17-yard TD run by RB James Starks...Also directed 
a 12-play, 93-yard drive between the third and fourth quarters that ended 
with a 1-yard TD plunge by FB John Kuhn to put Green Bay ahead 42-27, 
the ultimate difference in the game...Rodgers was 6-of-6 for 77 yards on 
the drive.
at Carolina Panthers (9/18): Became the first QB in franchise history to 
throw for 300 or more yards in the first two games of a season when he 
finished the game 19-of-30 for 308 yards and two TDs, leading the team 
to a gritty victory in its first road contest of the year...Completed 9-of-13 
attempts for 209 yards and two TDs in the second half, the first coming 
on a near-perfect 49-yard connection with Jennings on the fifth play of the 
third quarter...Ran a play-action fake to the left side of the formation to RB 
Ryan Grant, turning to roll back to the right and patienty scanning the field 
before firing deep, hitting Jennings in stride inside the 5-yard line for the 
score, putting Green Bay ahead 14-13...Sealed the game with an 84-yard 
TD to Jordy Nelson in the waning minutes of the fourth quarter that put 
the Packers up 30-16 with just 2:26 remaining...On the play, audibled out 
of a designed run, instead play-faking to RB James Starks and delivering 
the ball to Nelson who was running to the post...Nelson hauled it in at the 
29-yard line and went the rest of the way for the game-deciding score...
Posted a 119.9 passer rating, the 27th time he has started and eclipsed 
the 100-plus plateau.
at Chicago Bears (9/25): Led five scoring drives in a 27-17 road win against 
the division rival Bears...Completed 28-of-38 for 297 yards, three TDs and 
his first INT of the season...Connected with TE Jermichael Finley on all 
three TD passes, making him the second TE in team history to score three 
times in a single game (Keith Jackson, 9/1/96)...Came out firing on the 
opening drive of the game, completing 6-of-8 for 67 yards and a 6-yard TD 
to Finley in the back of the end zone on an defensive offsides free play...
Second TD came early in the second quarter, when he scrambled out of the 
right side of the pocket to avoid pressure, pump-faked LB Brian Urlacher  
and then threw across his body to hit Finley at the goal line to put Green 
Bay ahead 14-0...Ended the Packers’ scoring when he found FInley for a 
10-yard TD early in the fourth quarter...Identified a blown coverage as S 
Craig Steltz was late reacting to Finley being passed off on a fade route in 
the right side of the end zone...Threw an excellent ball that the big TE went 
up and got to extend the lead to 27-10 in the final period...With his 111.4 
rating (the 28th of his career over the 100.0 mark), he broke Tony Romo’s 
record for the most 100-plus passer rating performances in a QB’s first 50 
starts (since 1970). 
vs. Denver Broncos (10/2): Had arguably the most statistically dominant 
performance in his three-plus years as a starter, accounting for six TDs 
(four passing, two rushing) and netting a career-high 408 yards passing 
on 29-of-38 attempts...Became the first QB in NFL history to ever throw 
for 400 yards, four TDs and also have two rushing TDs in a single game...



Also became the first QB in franchise history to eclipse the 400-yard mark 
on more than one occasion (404 vs. New York Giants, 12/26/10) and now 
owns two of the five 400-plus passing performances in team annals...Led 
the offense to TDs on six of its nine possessions, including five out of six 
TD drives between the late first and third quarters...Opened the season 
with QB ratings exceeding 110.0 in each of the first four games, becom-
ing the first QB in NFL history to have streaks of four straight 110.0-plus 
games in three consecutive seasons...First points of the game came late 
in the first quarter from midfield, when he ran a play-action bootleg from  
to his right and found Nelson streaking toward the post ahead of two 
defenders...Hit the WR in stride near the goal line for the 50-yard TD...Took 
advantage of a surprise onside kick recovery following a 30-yard INT-TD by 
CB Charles Woodson, and led the offense on a seven-play, 53-yard drive 
that culminated with his 11-yard rushing TD to put Green Bay ahead 21-3...
On the play, a five-wide shotgun spread formation, identified a gaping hole 
in the middle of Denver’s defense, pump faked to the right corner and took 
off for the goal line, absorbing a hit from S Brian Dawkins as he crossed 
into the end zone...Connected with Jennings on a 17-yard scoring strike 
just before halftime...Made it his first-career multi-rushing TD game when 
he again scrambled in for an 8-yard TD on the opening drive of the second 
half, extending the ball across the goal line as he was tackled to extend 
the lead to 35-17...Completed 5-of-7 passes for 62 yards on the 12-play, 
80-yard series that burned 6:34 off the clock...Score marked the 15th 
rushing TD of his career, moving him past Favre and into a tie with Bart 
Starr for second place all time in team history among QBs...Made another 
excellent throw when he hit WR James Jones for a 16-yard TD with 1:16 
remaining in the third quarter to put Green Bay ahead 42-17...Saw Jones 
release to the outside and ran over the top of CB André Goodman to the 
back of the end zone...With Goodman turned, Rodgers placed the ball 
where only Jones could catch it just shy of the end-line in the back of the 
end zone for the score...Point total was the highest by the franchise in a 
regular-season game since Oct. 9, 2005 
at Atlanta Falcons (10/9): Put on yet another impressive passing display, 
this time on the road in the hostile, emotionally charged Georgia Dome 
where he dissected the Falcons in the Divisional playoff round less than 
nine months prior...Completed 26-of-39 attempt for 396 yards and two 
TDs, tying a team record by distributing the ball to 12 different recievers...
Guided the offense to 25 unanswered points after falling behind 14-0 early 
in the second quarter...Overcame an early fumble by RB Ryan Grant on the 
offense’s opening drive and also the departure of veteran LT Chad Clifton 
(hamstring) to lead the unit to scores on five of the next six possessions (3 
FG, 2 TD)...Passing yardage total was the fourth highest in a road contest 
in team history and his 1,721 yards through five games are the most ever 
by a Green Bay QB to start a season...Threw for 269 yards in the second 
half, the most by a Packers QB in a second half since 1991...Also posted 
a rating of 117.0, making him the first QB since the AFL-NFL merger in 
1970 to start a season with five 110-plus rating games...Gave the team 
its first lead when he found Jones deep down the middle and placed a 
perfect throw beyond S Thomas DeCoud that Jones finished for a 70-yard 
TD...Play marked Rodgers’ eighth 70-plus yard completion since 2008, 
tying him with New Orleans’ Drew Brees for the most in the NFL over that 
span...Threw his 100th TD as a starter to Jennings on the first play of the 
fourth quarter in just his 52nd career start, setting a new franchise record 
and tying him with Dallas’ Tony Romo as fastest to reach the milestone 
among active QBs...On the play, hit Jennings over the middle underneath a 
two-deep safety zone and watched the WR take it the rest of the way for a 
29-yard TD, the 29th time the two have connected for a TD in their careers. 
vs. St. Louis Rams (10/16): Matched his single-season career high by notch-
ing his fifth 300-yard passing performance in the first six games, complet-
ing 18-of-29 attempts for 316 yards and three TDs with one INT...Numbers 
were particularly impressive when factoring the adverse wind conditions 
that had a noticeable effect on the game with gusts as high as 30 mph...
Finished with a QB rating of 119.6, becoming the first QB since the AFL-
NFL merger to have six-straight 110-plus passer rating games to start a 
season and also tied his career-high for 110-plus rating games in an entire 
season (2009, 2010)...Engineered scoring drives on three consecutive 
second quarter possesssions, rifling all three of his TD passes in the frame 

to stake the Packers to a 24-0 halftime lead...Game marked the second 
time in his career that he has thrown three TDs in a single quarter, having 
also done so in the first quarter of the season opener vs. New Orleans...
First TD pass came early in the quarter when he ran a play-action fake 
to Starks and bootlegged out to the left, before planting and throwing to 
the end zone where Jones had come free on a backside post...Delivered 
a perfect strike that Jones caught in stride just beyond the goal line for 
the game’s first TD...Saw his career-long completion come on a 93-yard 
hook-up with Nelson with 9:11 remaining in the second quarter...On the 
play, pump-faked a slant to Nelson to bait veteran CB Al Harris on what was 
a double-move to a go-route deep to the outside...Nelson caught it at the 
Green Bay 34-yard line and took it the distance to extend the lead to 17-0...
Final TD came just before halftime when he bought time by scrambling out 
of the pocket to his left on a play that originated from the Rams’ 7-yard 
line...Drew both S Craig Dahl and CB Justin King away from their cover-
age assignment with his threat to run, and stepped away from the closing 
defenders to hit Driver - whom they’d strayed from - in the end zone to put 
the Packers ahead 24-0. 
at Minnesota Vikings (10/23): Posted the third-highest single-game comple-
tion percentage (80.0 pct.) and second-highest QB rating (146.5) of his 
career, throwing for 335 yards and three TDs on 24-of-30 attempts, while 
leading the offense on seven scoring drives in a hostile road environment 
against the division-rival Vikings...Completed his first 13 passes of the 
game, matching his career-best streak and the stretch marked the most 
since Favre’s 13 at Minnesota five years prior on Oct. 23, 1995...His six 
overall incompletions were accounted for by two drops, two throwaways, 
a clock-killing spike and one errant throw in what was his most efficient 
passing performance of the season...Notched new career highs with his 
sixth 300-yard game and seventh 110-plus passer rating outing (146.5) 
before hitting the season’s midpoint...Matched Steve Young’s record 
streak of seven straight games with a 110-plus passer rating (1994), the 
longest such streak by an NFL QB in a single season since the merger 
in 1970...Also became the first QB in league history for have both 2,300 
passing yards and 20 or more TDs through seven games in a season...
Game marked the third 80-percent completion percentage effort of his 
career, matching the franchise record held by Lynn Dickey...Completed 
TDs of 2, 79, and 2 yards, the 79-yarder coming on the second play of the 
second half when he rolled to his right and found Jennings deep behind the 
defense in what was an obvious coverage gaff by the Minnesota second-
ary...Play gave him a 70-yard TD pass in his third consecutive game, mak-
ing him just the third QB since the AFL-NFL merger in 1970 to accomplish 
the feat (Craig Morton - 1970, Drew Brees - 2004)...Also moved him and 
Jennings past Arnie Herber and Don Hutson for seventh place in team his-
tory among TD combinations...Capitalized on good field position that came 
a result of a 42-yard punt return by Cobb on the very next possession, 
cashing in another TD with a 2-yard pass to Finley...On the play, rolled to 
his right and led the athletic TE with a dart in the back of the end zone that 
only he could catch.
at San Diego Chargers (11/6): Earned NFC Offensive Player of the Week 
honors for the third time in 2011 and set a new NFL record by becoming 
the first QB in league history to register a 110-plus passer rating in eight 
consecutive games in a single season...Completed 21-of-26 for 247 yards 
and four TDs (145.8 rating) in a 45-38 road win in his home state and also 
became the first QB in NFL history to have both 2,600 passing yards and 
24 TDs in the first eight games of a season...Was efficient with limited 
opportunities, as the offense only possessed the ball eight times, but man-
aged five scoring drives and 31 points...Equaled his regular-season career 
highs with four TD passes and also 52 rushing yards on eight attemps 
(6.5 avg.), becoming the first QB in franchise history to have four TDs 
and 50 rushing yards in a single game...Led TD drives on two of what 
was only three first half possessions, overcoming a significant lag time 
between drives due to back-to-back INT-TDs by the Green Bay defense...
Recorded the third-longest carry of his career with a 25-yard scramble in 
the second quarter...On the play, broke containment and sprinted toward 
the left sideline, converting a third-and-9 on a drive that culminated with 
his 16-yard TD pass to Nelson...On the back-shoulder TD to Nelson, fired 
what was almost an indefensible bullet low and away that the WR dove to 



catch before rolling into the end zone to give Green Bay a 28-17 halftime 
lead...Also hit Jones on a 21-yard TD off a stutter-and-go early in the fourth 
quarter that extended the lead to 38-24...Found Nelson for his game-long 
64-yard completion on the first play of the offense’s second possession 
of the fourth quarter, running a play-action fake to his left before bootleg-
ging out to the right and firing deep downfield, setting up a 4-yard TD to 
Jennings two plays later...Was charged with only five incompletions and 
joined Lynn Dickey and David Whitehurst as the only QBs in franchise 
history to throw for four TD passes with five or fewer incompletions in a 
game.

passes were the third-most in league history by a QB through 10 games...
Also extended his own franchise record by posting his 10th consecutive 
game with at least two  TD passes, and set new franchise records for the 
most yards (3,169) and TD passes (31) through the first 10 games of 
a season...Led five TD drives and sealed the game with his game-long 
40-yard TD pass to Nelson that came with 2:55 remaining in the fourth 
quarter to put Green Bay ahead 35-26, the game’s final score...On the play, 
Nelson stuttered along the sideline looking for a back-shoulder throw, but 
Rodgers placed the ball perfectly out in front of him where the WR caught 
it in stride, outrunning the defense to the end zone...Also led a 15-play, 
88-yard TD drive that chewed 8:27 off the clock on the offense’s first pos-
session of the game, capping it by handing off to NT B.J. Raji who bulled 
forward for a 1-yard TD to give Green Bay an early 7-0 lead...Threw a rare 
INT in the fourth quarter, just his fourth of the season through 10 games 
and what was his first in 117 pass attempts. 
at Detroit Lions (11/24): Piloted the team to the first 11-0 start in franchise 
history and helped set a new franchise record with 382 points through 11 
games, the fourth most by an NFL team through 11 contests since the 
AFL-NFL merger in 1970...Completed 22-of-33 attempts for 307 yards and 
two TDs in a clean performance against an aggressive, attacking defense...
His passer rating of 116.6 made him the first QB in NFL history to post 
a 100-plus rating in 11 consecutive games and he joined Johnny Unitas 
(1959) and Peyton Manning (2004) as the only players to ever throw two-
plus TD passes in each of the first 11 games of a season...Tied Young’s 
single-season record by posting his 11th game with a 110-plus QB rating...
Showed patience and efficiency operating the offense, putting together TD 
drives on three of four possessions between the second and third quarters, 
while again posting a clean sheet in the turnover department...Again led the 
offense on a scoring drive on the opening possession of the second half, 
directing a march that spanned 77 yards over 11 plays and culminated with 
a 1-yard TD run by Kuhn...On the following possession, made an excellent 
play-action fake to RB Ryan Grant on a run to the right, attracting all three 
LBs and S Chris Harris toward the line scrimmage, but dropping back 
to find Jones deep on a post pattern that the WR took the distance for a 
65-yard TD, extending Green Bay’s lead to 21-0.

Was inactive for the first three contests but saw the field for the first time 
in Weeks 4 and 5, playing extensively at Atlanta (Oct. 9) when veteran T 
Chad Clifton was lost for the game to a hamstring injury on the offense’s 
second possession.
vs. New Orleans Saints (9/8): Inactive.
at Carolina Panthers (9/18): Inactive. 
at Chicago Bears (9/25): Inactive. 
vs. Denver Broncos (10/2): Dressed for the first time in his young career due 
to the absence of the injured Bryan Bulaga (knee), and entered the game 
late in the fourth quarter in place of Clifton (coaches’ decision, rest).
at Atlanta Falcons (10/9): Saw his most extensive action of the season after 
Clifton exited on the offense’s second series with a significant hamstring

Broke up a pass by QB Philip Rivers intended for WR Vincent Brown on 
the Chargers’ unsuccessful final drive of the fourth quarter...Rivers was 
intercepted by S Charlie Peprah on the following play to seal the game for 
the Packers.

vs. Minnesota Vikings (11/14): Started as the third CB and helped limit the 
Minnesota pass offense to just 190 yards, the defense’s second-lowest 
yield in the season’s first nine games...The Vikings’ WRs accounted for 
just 101 of those yards.
vs. Tampa Bay Buccaneers (11/20): Credited with two tackles (one solo)...
Also drew an offensive pass interference penalty against TE Kellen 
Winslow on a play in the end zone that was initially ruled a TD...Ensuing 
third-and-long fell incomplete and the Bucs were forced to settle for a FG. 
at Detroit Lions (11/24): Finished with three solo tackles and was part of 
a secondary that helped limit Detroit WRs to just 101 total yards on 10 
catches (10.1 avg.).

2011 Season: Powerful, consistent blocker has evolved into one of the 
top players at his position across the league and is beginning to receive 
the appropriate recognition for his steady play...Has started all 11 games 
at RG and has now started 48 straight including playoffs dating back to 
the 2008 season finale...Integral part of the blocking unit for the league’s 
No. 1-ranked scoring offense (34.7 ppg.) and No. 4 yardage offense (401.3 
ypg.)...Suffered a knee injury in the first half at Detroit (Nov. 24) and did 
not return to the game.

346 days old, became the oldest Green Bay player to record a two INT 
game since Tom Brown did so at Tampa Bay on 12/3/89 at 36 years, 321 
days old...The first INT came with 3:11 remaining in the second quarter...
Passed WR Steve Smith off, but quickly identified the receiver running a 
corner route and ran full speed vertically before darting toward the sideline 
underneath Smith, undercutting the route and diving to intercept rookie QB 
Cam Newton at the Green Bay 36-yard line...Stung the Panthers again two 
possessions later early in the third quarter...This time, trailed Smith on a 
shallow crossing route, waiting for the perfect time to burst in front of the 
WR to pick off the high throw by Newton at the Carolina 25, returning it 5 
yards before being wrestled out of bounds by Smith...Play marked the 49th 
INT of his career...On the next possession gave a completion to Smith on 
a deep-in, but pursued the play to the opposite sideline where SS Morgan 



Burnett dislodged the football and Woodson recovered it, the 10th fumble 
recovery of his career.
at Chicago Bears (9/25): Returned to his position in the slot with WIlliams 
back in the lineup on the outside and played all 54 defensive snaps...Also 
saw time at safety in some of the team’s various sub-packages in the 
absence of the injured Nick Collins (neck)...Finished with three tackles (two 
solo), and his support in the run game  from the slot helped the defense 
post what tied for the fourth-lowest single-game net rushing total in fran-
chise history (13 yards on 12 attempts, 1.1 avg.).
vs. Denver Broncos (10/2): Finished with five tackles (four solo) and an INT 
that he returned 30 yards for a TD in the first quarter...The INT was the 
landmark 50th of his career as he became just the 37th player in league 
history to eclipse the half-century mark...Play served as the 11th INT-TD 
of his career, moving him into a tie for second place all-time behind only 
Rod Woodson (12)...Now has six straight seasons with an INT-TD, further 
extending the NFL record he set last year, as no player has ever had more 
than four...On the play, changed the coverage just before the snap, taking 
the trailing WR Eric Decker into the flat out of a stack formation...Identified 
the route and broke hard on QB Kyle Orton’s throw, undercutting the route 
and securing the ball at the 30-yard line before charging ahead to the end 
zone to push Green Bay’s lead to 14-3 late in the first quarter.
at Atlanta Falcons (10/9): Posted four tackles (three solo) and helped con-
tain Atlanta’s explosive pass offense to just 167 yards on 31 attempts...
The Falcons’ talented receiving trio of TE Tony Gonzalez, WR Julio Jones 
and WR Roddy White combined for just 13 catches for 126 yards (9.7 
avg.) against the Green Bay secondary and were held off the scoreboard 
completely in the second half. 
vs. St. Louis Rams (10/16): Recorded four tackles (three solo) and his first 
sack of the season, as part of a defense that kept St. Louis out of the end 
zone for the balance of the game...One of his tackles was a third-down stop 
of WR Greg Salas after a 3-yard gain in the second quarter that forced a 
punt...The Green Bay offense scored for the third consecutive time on the 
ensuing possession to extend the lead to 24-0...Registed the 14½ sack of 
his career on the Rams’ next drive, a two-minute, no-huddle series just 
before halftime...On the play, knifed between RT and RG and fought off a 
block by RB Steven Jackson to drop QB Sam Bradford for a 6-yard loss.
at Minnesota Vikings (10/23): Tied for the lead in the secondary with six 
tackles (five solo), posted a career-high six passes defensed and added 
his NFL-leading fourth and fifth INTs on back-to-back third quarter pos-
sessions to help the franchise to a 7-0 start for the first time since 1962...
First of his passes defensed came on a third-and-4 on Minnesota’s third 
possession when he was matched against Percy Harvin in the right flat, 
colliding with the WR as the ball arrived to break up the play...Recorded his 
first INT when he was matched in coverage against TE Visanthe Shiancoe 
on another out-route on a third-and-4 on the Vikings second drive of the 
third quarter...Undercut the route as the TE broke for the sideline and 
stepped in front of the throw, intercepting it with his momentum carrying 
him out of bounds, prohibiting a return...Second INT came three plays 
later on Minnesota’s next possession...On the play, trailed WR Michael 
Jenkins on a deep crossing route out of the right slot, again undercutting 
the throw and picking it off in front of the WR and returning it 25 yards to 
set up what was ultimately K Mason Crosby’s franchise record 58-yard FG 
that extended the lead to 33-17...Game marked the sixth multi-INT game 
of his Green Bay career, tying him for fourth all-time in team history with 
S LeRoy Butler...Now has 35 career INTs as a Packer, one shy of tying 
S Darren Sharper for the fifth most in team history...Broke up two other 
passes on the Vikings’ final drive of the fourth quarter, first on a slant 
intended for WR Devin Aromashodu and then later on a deep-in by WR 
Greg Camarillo, coming in each time as the ball arrived to break up the 
plays...Drive ended with a punt and the Packers ran out the remaining 2:30 
of the game clock for the win. 
at San Diego Chargers (11/6): Credited with six tackles (five solo) and a 
forced fumble...Knocked the ball loose on a second-quarter rush when he 
was shoved past QB Philip Rivers, but managed to stick his arm out to 
dislodge the ball...Rivers recovered it and shoveled it to RB Mike Tolbert, 
who advanced for a 9-yard gain.
 vs. Minnesota Vikings (11/14): Finished second on defense with nine tackles 

(eight solo, one for loss) and had a team-high four passes defensed in 
what was one of his finest all-around performances of the season...Nearly 
intercepted Ponder for the third time this season when he wrestled the ball 
away from Shiancoe on a first-quarter pass...Play was initially ruled an INT, 
but was challenged and replays showed he did not control the ball com-
pletely before it touched the ground...Tackle for loss came early in the third 
quarter when he came through unblocked on a blitz and wrapped up RB 
Adrian Peterson in the backfield for a 6-yard loss...Also broke up passes 
on back-to-back plays in the fourth quarter on a drive that ended with one 
of the Vikings’ six punts...On the first, came free on a rush out of the slot 
off the right edge, closing quickly on Ponder before leaping up to deflect 
his attempted pass...On the following play, again blitzed, this time between 
C and LG, jumping to bat a Ponder pass, but instead making contact with 
the ball with his helmet, sending a deflection high into the secondary that 
fell incomplete.   
vs. Tampa Bay Buccaneers (11/20): Finished with three tackles (all solo, one 
for loss), a sack and a pass defensed...Broke up a third-down pass intend-
ed for WR Preston Parker on the Bucs’ opening drive, nearly intercepting 
a ball whose flight had already been altered by LB A.J. Hawk who hit QB 
Josh Freeman’s arm in the pocket...Became the first Packers DB since 
sacks became an official statistic in 1982 to register two or more sacks in 
four straight seasons when he dropped Freeman for a 5-yard loss on the 
Bucs’ final possession of the game...On the play, slashed between RT and 
RG, using a swim move to get past RB Kregg Lumpkin, before wrapping 
himself around Freeman’s right leg, forcing him down to end the play...
Marked his second sack of the season and he now has 15½ for his career.
at Detroit Lions (11/24): Made another Thanksgiving Day splash with five 
tackles (all solo), two passes defensed and his sixth INT of the season 
against the division rival Lions...INT came when he lined up in his familiar 
slot position on the left side of the defense...Identified and closed hard 
on a quick-out to TE Brandon Pettigrew, acrobatically diving over the TEs 
left shoulder to pluck the pass from QB Matthew Stafford...With his sixth 
INT, joined CB Bobby Dillon as the only two players in franchise history to 
register four seasons with six-plus INTs...Play stood as his 36th INT since 
joining the Packers in 2006, a total that is now tied with S Darren Sharper 
as the fifth highest in team history...Also was the 53rd INT of his career 
and tied him with Ty Law and Deion Sanders for the 23rd highest total in 
league history...Earlier in the game, also drew a holding call against WR 
Nate Burleson that wiped out a 16-yard gain by RB Kevin Smith on Lions 
opening possession.

94 Jarius Wynn, DE, 3rd Year, Georgia
2011 Season: Developing young veteran who has been pressed into 
starting duty in place of the injured Mike Neal (knee) in the season’s ear-
lygoing...Has appeared in all 11 games making four starts and recording  
career highs with 26 tackles (16 solo) and three sacks from the DE posi-
tion...Sack total ranks tied for No. 3 on the team.
vs. New Orleans Saints (9/8): Had arguably his finest performance as a pro, 
seeing extended playing time in the absence of Neal (knee) and tallying a 
then career-high four tackles (all solo, including one for loss) and a sack...
On his sack, came from a standing position outside of LT Jermon Bushrod, 
delaying his rush to the outside and then working back in to drop QB Drew 
Brees at the line of scrimmage...Tackle for loss came on an equally impres-
sive play where he fought off an initial block by LG Carl Nicks, identified a 
screen pass to RB Darren Sproles, quickly attacking it and hitting the ball-
carrier for a loss of four yards...Also made back-to-back plays to force a 
turnover on downs late in the third quarter...On third-and-1, got significant 
push on TE David Thomas at the line, allowing Bishop to fly in untouched 
to make the hit on RB Mark Ingram, stopping him for no gain...On the 
ensuing fourth-down attempt, shed a cut block by Thomas and pressured 
Brees along with LB Clay Matthews, forcing a throw-away that led to New 
Orleans’ surrendering of the possession. 
at Carolina Panthers (9/18): Started his first career game, at RDE, with the 
defense opening in its base 3-4 alignment...Saw action on a career-high 59 
plays and topped his previous week’s career-high output with a personal-
best five tackles (three solo) on the afternoon...Committed to improving 
against the run, he shed G Geoff Hangartner and dropped RB Jonathan 



Stewart after a gain of 1 yard on a second-down play in the first quarter, 
forcing a third-and-long...Part of a stingy front that allowed the Panthers’ 
notable RB tandem of Stewart and DeAngelo Williams to rush for just 18 
yards on 11 carries (1.6 avg.) during the game. 
at Chicago Bears (9/25): The team’s leading sack-man through three 
games, posted the first two-sack game of his career against the rival 
Bears...First sack came on a first down at the beginning of the third quar-
ter, when he lined up as the RDE in the base 3-4 front...Came through 
unblocked as part of a 5-man pressure and took down QB Jay Cutler for 
an 8-yard loss...The play created both a second- and third-and-long and an 
eventual punt...Made his second sack just two drives later, when he lined 
up outside the shoulder of LT J’Marcus Webb and used an upfield rush...
Used his momentum and leverage to shove Webb aside and create sepa-
ration, then changing direction to move forward into the pocket to drop 
Cutler for another 8-yard loss...Was credited with three tackles (two solo) 
during the game and doubled his previous career sack total (1½ between 
2009-10) three games into the young season.
vs. Denver Broncos (10/2): Finished with three tackles (two solo, one for 
loss) on the afternoon...Tackle for loss came on Denver’s the final drive of 
the game when he fought off a block from G Chris Kuper and dropped RB 
Lance Ball for a 1-yard loss.
at Atlanta Falcons (10/9): Started and saw action on 33 plays, posting two 
tackles (one solo) as part of a defense that held the Falcons to just 251 
total yards of offense, including 108 in the second half when they were 
kept off the scoreboard entirely.
