PACKERS TRAVEL TO FACE PITTSBURGH
The Green Bay Packers go on the road to take on the Pittsburgh Steelers in 
primetime at Heinz Field. It is the first prime-time meeting between the two 
teams in the regular season since a matchup on Monday Night Football in 
Pittsburgh on Nov. 9, 1998.
uIt will be the second consecutive game against a team 

from the AFC North as part of a three-game run in a four-
week span against the division that will finish with a trip to 
Cleveland in Week 14.

uGreen Bay is 19-15 overall against the Steelers, including a 31-25 victory 
in Super Bowl XLV. This will be just the second meeting between the two 
teams since the Super Bowl.

uFour of the last five regular-season games between the two clubs have 
been decided by seven points or less.

uDating back to 1967, 11 of the last 14 matchups (including Super Bowl 
XLV) have finished with a single-digit point differential.

uThis will be the second regular-season game at the Steelers (2009) 
under Head Coach Mike McCarthy, a Pittsburgh native.

uGreen Bay is looking for its first victory at Pittsburgh since winning, 
20-12, in 1970. 

uFive of the last six games between the two teams in Pittsburgh have been 
decided by eight points or less, including three by fewer than five points.

uFour of the Packers’ last six games against AFC opponents have been 
decided by eight points or less.

uUnder McCarthy, the Packers have scored 20-plus points in 35 of 47 
games (including the postseason) against AFC teams, including 20 
games of 30-plus points.

uGreen Bay has eclipsed 20 points in six of the last seven contests against 
AFC opponents.

uGreen Bay is 1-1 this season against teams from the AFC, beating 
Cincinnati in Week 3 and falling to Baltimore in Week 11.

uThe Packers have recorded a .500 or better record against AFC teams 
in each season under McCarthy except for two (1-3 in 2006 and 2008).

uIn four of the last six seasons (2011-12, 2014-15), Green Bay has gone 
3-1 against the AFC.

uDating back to 1990, the Packers are 25-12 in Sunday night games, a 
.676 winning percentage that ranks No. 1 in the NFL.

uGreen Bay has won the turnover battle in five of the last seven games, 
recording a turnover margin of plus-four over that span.

uThe Packers have registered a takeaway in nine of 10 games this season, 
including each of the last eight.

uGreen Bay is tied for No. 2 in the NFL in games with one-plus 
takeaways this season, trailing only the Cleveland Browns, who have a 
takeaway in 10 contests.

u	Next week, the Packers return to Green Bay to host Tampa Bay, the 
Buccaneers’ first December trip to Lambeau Field since 2000.

WITH THE CALL
NBC will broadcast the game to a national audience. Play-by-
play man Al Michaels joins analyst Cris Collinsworth in 
the booth with Michele Tafoya reporting from the sidelines.
u	Milwaukee’s WTMJ (620 AM), airing Green Bay games since November 

1929, heads up the Packers Radio Network that is made up of 50 stations 
in five states. Wayne Larrivee (play-by-play) and two-time Packers 
Pro Bowler Larry McCarren (analyst) call the action. McCarren first 
joined the team’s broadcasts in 1995 and enters his 23rd season calling 
Packers games. After originally being paired together in 1999, McCarren 
and Larrivee enter their 19th season of broadcasts together.

u	Westwood One Sports will air the game on radio across the country. 
Kevin Kugler (play-by-play) and Jason Taylor (analyst) will call the 
action, with Scott Graham hosting the pregame and halftime shows.

u	The broadcast is also available on Sirius Satellite Radio (WTMJ feed).

DEFENSIVE DEVELOPMENT
Green Bay’s defense has put together some good perfomances over the 
past few weeks. 
uThe Packers have held their opponent to less than 65 yards rushing in 

each of the last three games (Weeks 9-11). It marks just the sixth time 
since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger that Green Bay has limited its opponent 
to less than 65 rushing yards in at least three consecutive games.

uOver the last three games, the Green Bay defense has given up a total 
of 177 yards rushing on 76 carries. The Packers’ 2.33 yards per carry 
allowed ranks No. 2 in the NFL over that span:

uGreen Bay ranks No. 3 in the NFL in rushing yards allowed per game 
since Week 9 (59.0).

uThe Packers allowed a season-low 219 yards of total offense vs. 
Baltimore in Week 11, the fewest given up by Green Bay since Week 7 
last season vs. Chicago (189 yards).

uThe Packers’ eight sacks over the last two weeks are tied for No. 2 in 
the NFL over that span.

uGreen Bay registered five sacks at Chicago in Week 10, the most by 
the Packers in a single regular-season game since accumulating six at 
Minnesota on Nov. 22, 2015. 

uIn Week 9, Green Bay held Detroit to 64 yards on 33 carries (1.9 avg.), 
marking just the fourth time since the merger that the Packers allowed 
65 or fewer rushing yards on 30-plus attempts by an opponent:

ON THE ROAD
The Packers take to the road for the fifth time in the 2017 regular season, 
looking to improve on their 2-2 record away from Lambeau Field.
uDating back to last season, Green Bay has won five of its past seven 

regular-season away games. 
uWith a 4-4 road record during the 2016 regular season, Green Bay fin-

ished with at least a .500 record away from Lambeau Field for the ninth 
time in the first 11 seasons under Head Coach Mike McCarthy.

uGreen Bay is 51-41 in regular-season away games during the McCarthy 
era. Its .554 road winning percentage since 2006 is No. 2 in the NFC 
and No. 3 in the NFL over that span:

uThe Packers have won five-plus regular-season road games five times 
since 2006.

uGreen Bay’s 4-4 road record was tied for No. 9 in the NFL during 
the 2016 regular season.

uThe Packers have scored 23-plus points in three of four road games 
this season.

uDating back to 2006, the Packers rank No. 3 in the NFL in points per 
game on the road:

uGreen Bay is tied for No. 12 in the NFL this season in points per game 
on the road (22.8 avg.). In the first 11 seasons under McCarthy (2006-
16), the Packers finished the season ranked in the top 10 in points per 
game as the away team eight times, including five finishes in the top five:

FACING THE AFC
The Green Bay Packers have played well against AFC teams. Under Head 
Coach Mike McCarthy, the Packers are 27-19 during the regular and 
postseason against teams from the AFC, including 1-1 this season. 
u	Green Bay’s 27 wins versus the AFC are tied (Philadelphia) for the sec-

ond most among NFC teams since 2006 (Dallas, 28). 
u	The Packers’ .587 winning percentage against AFC teams since 2006 

ranks No. 2 in the NFC and No. 5 in the NFL.

u	Dating back to 2006, Green Bay is 16-8 at home against AFC teams. The 
Packers’ .667 winning percentage ranks No. 4 among NFC teams:

u	Green Bay has a point differential of plus-179 against AFC teams since 2006 
to rank No. 2 in the NFC (according to pro-football-reference.com).

STATS OF THE WEEK
uWR Jordy Nelson (532) recorded two receptions in Week 11 to pass 

James Lofton (530, 1978-86) for the third most in Packers history 
behind Donald Driver (743, 1999-2012) and Sterling Sharpe (595, 
1988-94).

uWR Davante Adams recorded a season-high 126 yards on eight 
receptions (15.8 avg.) in Week 11. 

uAdams leads the team and is tied for No. 6 in the NFL with four 
games of seven-plus receptions this season, a career high.

uAdams’ 126 receiving yards was the third-highest single-game total 
of his career.

uAdams has 50 receptions on the season, marking the third consecutive 
season he has reached 50 catches (50 in 2015 and 75 in 2016). 

uAdams and Steelers WR Antonio Brown are the only players in the NFL 
to have registered 50-plus receptions and six-plus TDs last season and 
this season.

Two years after he co-founded the Packers with Curly Lambeau, George Calhoun began writing a piece called The Dope Sheet, 
which served as the official press release from 1921-24.

MIKE McCARTHY…Is in his 12th year as the Packers’ 14th head coach.
u	Led the Packers to their eighth consecutive playoff appearance last 

season, tied for the third-longest streak in NFL history. Has also led the 
team to nine playoff appearances in the last 10 years (2007, 2009-16).

uRanks second in franchise history in total victories, trailing only Curly 
Lambeau.

u	Guided the Packers to top-10 finishes in scoring in eight straight seasons 
(2007-14), joining the Patriots as the only other team to accomplish the 
feat over that time; Packers finished first overall in scoring in 2014.

u	Reached the 100-win plateau faster than any active NFL head coach, 
needing just 155 games.

u	Joined Vince Lombardi and Mike Holmgren as the only coaches to 
guide the Packers to a Super Bowl title with a win over Pittsburgh in 
Super Bowl XLV.

MIKE TOMLIN…Is in his 11th year as the Steelers’ 16th head coach. 
u	Has led Pittsburgh to two Super Bowl appearances. Became the young-

est head coach (36 years, 323 days) in NFL history to win a Super Bowl 
when the Steelers defeated the Cardinals, 27-23, in Super Bowl XLIII. 

u	By winning the Super Bowl in only his second season as a head coach, 
he also became the fastest to win a Super Bowl title in Steelers history.

u	In his 11th season, is just the third Steelers head coach since 1969.
u	Reached 100 wins faster (157 games) than any other coach in fran-

chise history and became the eighth head coach in NFL history to win 
100 regular-season games in their first 10 seasons.

u	Has helped guide the Steelers to five division titles and seven playoff 
appearances in his first 10 seasons.

THE PACKERS-STEELERS SERIES
u	The Packers lead the all-time regular-season series with an 18-15 

edge, having won the first nine contests between the two teams from 
1933-46. 

u	Green Bay won the lone postseason meeting between the clubs with a 
31-25 victory over Pittsburgh in Super Bowl XLV.

u	Pittsburgh played its first-ever road game in the NFL at City Stadium 
on Oct. 15, 1933, a 47-0 Packers victory.  	

u	The Steelers won six of seven games from 1947-54 before Green Bay 
rattled off four straight from 1957-65

uThe 2009 meeting won by the Steelers was the highest-scoring game 
(combined score) in the 32 contests. The 73 total points (37-36) sur-
passed the 1969 matchup by one point (38-34 Packers).  

NOTABLE CONNECTIONS
Packers Head Coach Mike McCarthy grew up in Greenfield, a neigh-
borhood just outside of downtown Pittsburgh. He also coached at the 
University of Pittsburgh for four seasons (1989-92)...Packers EVP/
GM/Dir. of Football Operations Ted Thompson played with Pittsburgh’s 
OL coach Mike Munchak with the Houston Oilers while Green Bay’s 
equipment manager Red Batty was on staff in 1982...Packers DC Dom 
Capers held the same job with the Steelers from 1992-94...Packers 
special teams coordinator Ron Zook (1996-98) held the same position 
in Pittsburgh and secondary-safeties coach Darren Perry coached DBs 
for four seasons (2003-06) and played seven seasons (1992-98) with 
the Steelers, starting in Super Bowl XXX...Perry was coaching while 
Pittsburgh’s OLBs coach Joey Porter was a player for the Steelers and 
both were a part of the Super Bowl XL championship team...Capers 
coached Porter while he was the DC in Miami in 2007...Perry was a 
teammate of Steelers DBs coach Carnell Lake in Pittsburgh and Capers 
coached Lake in both Pittsburgh and Jacksonville when he was the DC 
with those clubs...Lake served as a coaching intern with the Packers in 
2010...Packers asst. special teams coach Jason Simmons (1998-2001) 
played for the Steelers...Packers tight ends coach Brian Angelichio coach 
at the University of Pittsburgh from 2006-10...Steelers LB T.J. Watt 
is a native of Pewaukee, Wis., and played collegiately at Wisconsin…
Packers QBs coach Alex Van Pelt is a Pittsburgh native and played QB at 
the University of Pittsburgh from 1989-92...Van Pelt was drafted by the 
Steelers in the eighth round of the 1993 NFL Draft...Van Pelt was on the 
Bills’ roster during Pittsburgh special teams coordinator Danny Smith’s 
three seasons as Buffalo’s special teams coordinator from 2001-03…
Van Pelt coached alongside Pittsburgh’s RBs coach James Saxon in 
Buffalo in 2005...Packers assistnt offensive line coach Jeff Blasko is 
from Pittsburgh and graduated from Rober Morris University...Smith 
and Packers DL coach Mike Trgovac coached together with the Eagles 
from 1995-98…Trgovac would then go on to coach alongside Pittsburgh 
WRs coach Richard Mann in Washington in 2001…Prior to his time in 
Washington, Mann spent the 1999 season on the same coaching staff 
with the Chiefs as Ron Zook…Lake and Packers offensive perimeter 
coach David Raih were both on the UCLA coaching staff in 2009…
Packers RBs coach Ben Sirmans held the same title at Kent State dur-
ing Steelers offensive assistant Shaun Sarrett and LB James Harrison’s 
playing career for the Golden Flashes…Packers director of pro person-
nel John Wojciechowski served as a player personnel assistant from 
1996-97 with Pittsburgh...Wojciechowski was also born in Pittsburgh...
Packers secondary – cornerbacks coach Joe Whitt Jr. was Steelers CB 
William Gay’s position coach while Gay played at Louisville and led the 
Cardinals with six interceptions as a senior under Whitt’s tutelage…Mann 
served as WRs/TEs coach in Cleveland from 1986-99 while Packers LB 
Clay Matthews’ father, Clay Jr., played LB for the Browns...Packers WRs 
coach Luke Getsy was born in Munhall, Pa. and went to Steel Valley High 
School and played at Pitt for two seasons...Packers inside linebackers 
coach Scott McCurley was a four-year letterman at LB at the University 
of Pittsburgh, and was born in New Castle, Pa., …Packers CB Davon 
House and Steelers DE Tyson Alualu were teammates with the Jaguars 
from 2015-16…Packers TEs coach Brian Angelichio held the same title 
in Cleveland while Steelers CB Joe Haden played for the Browns…Green 
Bay LB Ahmad Brooks and DT Quinton Dial teamed with Pittsburgh TE 
Vance McDonald for three seasons in San Francisco…Packers TE Lance 
Kendricks and Steelers CB Coty Sensabaugh were teammates for part of 
the 2016 season with the Los Angeles Rams...Former college teammates 
include Packers P Justin Vogel, Steelers CB Artie Burns and LB Anthony 
Chickillo (Miami), Packers C Corey Linsley, Steelers LB Ryan Shazier and 
DE Cameron Heyward (Ohio State), Packers FB Aaron Ripkowski and 
Steelers QB Landry Jones (Oklahoma) and Steelers G David DeCastro and 
Packers RB Ty Montgomery (Stanford).

LAST MEETING, REGULAR SEASON
Dec. 22, 2013; Lambeau Field, Steelers won, 38-31.
uAfter S Troy Polamolu forced a QB Matt Flynn fumble in the snowy 

conditions at Lambeau Field, Steelers RB Le’Veon Bell scored the 
game-winning, one-yard TD with 1:25 remaining in the fourth quarter.

u	Micah Hyde returned the ensuing kickoff 70 yards to give Green Bay 
one last shot at the win, but following a false-start penalty, Flynn’s final 
pass into the end zone fell incomplete.

u	Pittsburgh CB Cortez Allen returned an interception 40 yards for a 
touchdown late in the third quarter.

u	Green Bay rushed for 151 yards and three touchdowns on the after-
noon, including two scored by RB Eddie Lacy.
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AT THE HELM
Having led Green Bay to the playoffs in nine of his first 11 seasons as head 
coach, Mike McCarthy is joined by Vince Lombardi and Mike Holmgren 
as the only coaches to guide the Packers to a Super Bowl win with a victory 
over Pittsburgh in Super Bowl XLV.
uMcCarthy guided the Packers to a franchise-record fourth consecutive 

division title in 2014. In his 11 seasons, he has won six division titles, 
tying Lombardi for the second most in franchise history.

uWith a win at Tampa Bay in Week 16 of the 2014 season, McCarthy 
passed Lombardi for the No. 2 spot in team history as far as overall 
victories:

uThe 129 overall wins are the most in the NFC and the second most in the 
NFL since 2006 (New England, 160). 

u	In Week 6, McCarthy recorded his 200th career game as a head coach 
(including the postseason), Having compiled 128 victories, he tied Bud 
Grant and Chuck Noll for the sixth-most wins by a head coach 
through 200 games: Don Shula, 149 / Joe Gibbs, 138 / George Halas, 
134 / Tony Dungy, 130 / Curly Lambeau, 130.

uMcCarthy reached 100 career wins (including playoffs) in just his 155th 
game. He was the fastest to reach 100 wins in the NFL since George 
Seifert in 1996 (132 games).

uMcCarthy's 114 regular-season wins in his first 11 years as a head coach 
(2006-16) are tied for No. 3 in NFL history:

uMcCarthy recorded his third regular season with 12-plus wins in 2014 
(2007, 2011), passing Lambeau (1929, 1931), Lombardi (1962, 1966), 
Holmgren (1996-97) and Mike Sherman (2001-02) for the most by a 
coach in franchise history.

uMcCarthy has guided the Packers to five seasons with 11-plus wins 
(2007, 2009, 2011-12, 2014), passing Lombardi (1961-63, 1966) and 
Holmgren (1995-98) for the most by a coach in franchise history.

uMcCarthy’s eight regular seasons with 10-plus wins are a franchise 
record (since 1921). Among current NFL head coaches, only Bill 
Belichick (16) and Andy Reid (11) have more 10-plus-win seasons.

uMcCarthy is the only coach in franchise history to post three or 
more consecutive 10-win seasons twice in his career (2009-12, 2014-16).

uMcCarthy joined Pittsburgh’s Bill Cowher (2005) as the only Super Bowl-
winning coaches to lead their respective teams to three road wins as the 
No. 6 seed in the postseason en route to a world title.

uIncluding playoffs, McCarthy has a 129-74-1 record since taking over 
as head coach in 2006, a .635 winning percentage that ranks No. 3 
among current NFL head coaches (minimum 100 games):

uMcCarthy has coached in 204 games (including playoffs), No. 2 in 
team history behind Lambeau (339 from 1921-49).

uIn the Week 6 victory over the San Diego Chargers in 2015, McCarthy 
earned the 100th regular-season win of his career in just his 150th 
game, making him the seventh-fastest coach in NFL history 
and the fastest current NFL coach to reach the 100-win plateau:

uSince McCarthy took over in 2006, the Packers rank No. 2 in the NFL 
in regular-season winning percentage:

u	Green Bay’s seven 10-win regular seasons since 2009 are No. 2 in the 
NFL:

WINNING WAYS
u	The Packers are the only NFC team and one of two teams in the league 

(New England) to make the playoffs each of the past eight seasons 
(2009-16). Those eight appearances are more than the rest of the NFC 
North Division combined during that span (Minnesota-three / Detroit-
three / Chicago-one).

u	McCarthy became just the fourth head coach in NFL history to 
lead a single franchise to eight-plus consecutive playoff appearances:

u	There are seven teams in the NFL with five-plus playoff appearances 
from 2009-16, with only two in the NFC (New England and Green Bay, 
eight / Cincinnati and Seattle, six / Baltimore, Denver, Indianapolis, 
five).

u	With the victory over Dallas in the 2016 playoffs, McCarthy has led the 
Packers to 10 wins in the postseason, passing Vince Lombardi and Mike 
Holmgren for the most in team history:

u	The 10 postseason wins since 2007 are tied for No. 2 in the NFL with 
Baltimore and Seattle (New England, 13). The rest of the NFC North has 
combined for two postseason wins over the last 10 seasons (Minnesota 
and Chicago).

in three consecutive regular-season games (Games 4-6). Adams totaled 
five receiving touchdowns over that span.

uAdams recorded a season-high 126 yards on eight receptions (15.8 
avg.) in Week 11. 

uAdams leads the team and is tied for No. 6 in the NFL with four 
games of seven-plus receptions this season, a career high.

third time in his career (Weeks 10-11, 16-17 in 2011) that he posted 
back-to-back games with two-plus TD receptions.

all-time behind only QB Brett Favre (255) and T Forrest Gregg (187). 
uCrosby passed Ryan Longwell in Week 2 of the 2015 season to become 

the franchise career points leader:

uCrosby's 1,267 points from 2007-16 were the second most by an 
NFL player in his first 10 seasons (NE Stephen Gostkowski, 1,330 
from 2006-15).

uCrosby (1,458) passed Longwell (1,119) for the most points scored in 
the regular and postseason combined in franchise history.

uCrosby recorded 122 points during the 2016 season, giving him the 
10th 100-point season of his career and extending his franchise 
record. Crosby's 10 seasons with 100-plus points are the most in 
the NFL since 2007. The only other kickers to have 10 or more con-
secutive seasons of 100-plus points are Jason Elam (16, 1993-2008) 
and Adam Vinatieri (13, 1996-2008).

uThe Packers have been able to stay above the .500 mark on the road 

during Head Coach Mike McCarthy’s tenure, a notable achievement 
in the National Football League.

uSince 2006, McCarthy’s first season as the head coach in Green Bay, 
only nine of 32 NFL teams have regular-season road records above .500.

Another packed house at Lambeau Field against the Baltimore Ravens in 
Week 11 brought the stadium’s consecutive-sellouts streak to 332 regular-
season games (not including replacement games).
uThe league’s longest-tenured stadium, Lambeau Field is hosting its 61st 

season of football in 2017. For the victory over Dallas in the Divisional 
round of the 2014 playoffs, Packers fans set a new Lambeau Field paid-
attendance record (79,704). 

uAcross American professional sports, only Boston’s Fenway Park (1912) 
and Chicago’s Wrigley Field (1914) have longer tenures.    

THE LAMBEAU ADVANTAGE
The crown jewel of the National Football League, Lambeau Field has long 
been known as one of the tougher venues to play in, particularly during the 
harsh Wisconsin winter.
uRe-establishing home-field advantage after a 4-4 mark in 2008 was one 

of the goals of 2009, and with the Packers finishing 6-2 at home, they 
accomplished that goal. Green Bay followed that up with a 7-1 mark at 
Lambeau Field in 2010, a perfect 8-0 record in 2011, the first undefeated 
home mark since 2002, and a 7-1 mark in 2012. The Packers were one 
of two teams to finish undefeated at home during the 2014 regular 
season (Denver).

uHead Coach Mike McCarthy stated consistently upon his arrival in 
Green Bay that one of the team’s goals would be to reclaim the mystique 
of playing at Lambeau Field. Mission accomplished. The team is 68-25-1 
(.729) at home in the regular season since 2006, No. 2 in the NFL.

uSince Ron Wolf and Mike Holmgren began the revitalization of the 
franchise in 1992, Green Bay owns the best home record in the NFL. A 
look at the top regular-season home W-L records since the ’92 season:

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2017 OPPONENTS A LOOK AT THE SCHEDULE
The Green Bay Packers’ 97th NFL regular-season schedule – highlighted 
by five prime-time contests (subject to flexible scheduling) – was released 
April 20 by the National Football League.
u	It will be the first regular season that has the Packers playing home 

games on a Saturday, Thursday and Monday. 
u	Green Bay’s schedule includes six games against 2016 playoff teams. 

Two of those contests (Detroit, Seattle) are at Lambeau Field, while four 
(Atlanta, Dallas, Detroit, Pittsburgh) will come on the road. The Packers 
will play two teams (Atlanta, Dallas) that it played during the 2016 regu-
lar and postseason.

u	For the first time since 2012, the Packers opened the season at home, 
and will play three of their first four games at Lambeau Field.

u	In Week 1, Green Bay hosted the Seattle Seahawks, marking the third 
consecutive regular season that the Packers have played the Seahawks 
at home. Green Bay improved to 11-3 against the Seahawks at home 
during the regular and postseason, including eight straight wins.

uFor the second straight season, the Packers played a prime-time game 
on the road in Week 2, traveling to Atlanta for an NFC Championship 
rematch with the Falcons.

uWeek 3 saw the Cincinnati Bengals play in Green Bay for just the sixth 
time, and Week 4 had the Packers hosting the Chicago Bears on a 
Thursday night for the third consecutive season (12th straight year in 
primetime). The division rivals squared off in a prime-time contest for 
the 12th straight season.

uGreen Bay begins October with back-to-back road games. The Packers 
first traveled to play the Dallas Cowboys, marking the fourth matchup 
between the two clubs since 2015 (including postseason), and then 
faced the Vikings in Minnesota in Week 6.

uIn Week 7, the New Orleans Saints visited Lambeau, it was their latest 
trip by date to Wisconsin since playing the Packers in Milwaukee on 
Nov. 17, 1985. 

uThe Packers had a Week 8 bye, the latest bye week for Green Bay since 
2014 (Week 9). 

uGreen Bay hosted the Detroit Lions on Monday Night Football in Week 
9, marking the third time the two teams have met on MNF and the first 
since 1972. Green Bay swept the regular-season series with the Lions 
last season for the first time since 2012 and for the seventh time under 
McCarthy.

uIn Week 10, Green Bay faced the Bears in Chicago, recording a win in the 
regular season at Soldier Field for the seventh consecutive year.

uAfter welcoming the Baltimore Ravens to Lambeau Field in Week 11 
for just the fourth time, the Packers will travel to Pittsburgh to play the 
Steelers in a Sunday night matchup in Week 12. 

uAfter stopping back in Green Bay in Week 13 to play Tampa Bay, the 
Buccaneers’ first December trip to Lambeau since 2000, the Packers 
will begin a stretch of three road games in four weeks with a trip to 
Cleveland in Week 14. It is the first time since 2009 that Green Bay will 
finish the regular season with three of the final four games taking place 
on the road.

uThe Packers will finish their slate against the NFC South when they play 
at the Carolina Panthers in Week 15. 

uFor the second consecutive season, Green Bay will host the Vikings on 
a Saturday in Week 16. The Packers have won their last five regular-
season games played on Saturdays.

uGreen Bay will close out the regular season at Detroit for the second 
consecutive year, marking the first time it has finished the regular sea-
son on the road against the same team in back-to-back seasons since 
1991-92 (Minnesota).

u	Of the 53 players on Green Bay’s roster, 33 of them (62.3 percent) were 

draft picks of the Packers. Dating back to 2007, Green Bay has at least 
one member of each draft class still on the roster.

u	Green Bay has 15 players on the roster that began their careers as 
undrafted free agents, with 10 of those originally signed by Green Bay. 

u	Over a third (37.7 percent) of the players (20 of 53) on Green Bay’s 
roster entered the league as a sixth-round or seventh-round pick or as 
an undrafted player.

u	The Packers have four players on the roster that played in the NFL 
prior to the 2009 season. Three of the four players were draft picks of 
the Packers (K Mason Crosby, WR Jordy Nelson and LB Clay 
Matthews) and two have made at least one Pro Bowl.

u	Of the 53 players on the roster, 43 began their pro careers with the 
Packers (81.1 percent).

u	Only 18 of the 53 players on the roster (34.0 percent) were selected in 
the first three rounds of the draft, with 16 being drafted by the Packers.

u	Returned a fumble 43 yards for a TD vs. Detroit in Week 14 of 2012, the 

longest fumble return for a TD by a rookie in franchise history.
u	Starred as an interior pass rusher at Iowa, posting a team-high 24.5 

tackles for a loss and 13 sacks from 2010-11.

LOLB Clay Matthews, 9th Year, Southern California, D1b-09
u	With 76.0 career sacks, passed Kabeer Gbaja-Biamila (74.5) for the 

most sacks in Packers history.

u	Was second on the team with three interceptions in 2016 despite miss-

ing six games due to injury.
u	Played in 15 games with nine starts (six at LCB, two at RCB, one in the 

slot) in 2015 and tied for the team lead and No. 2 among NFL rookies 
with three interceptions, including one he returned for a TD. Finished 
with a team-best 16 passes defensed.

u	Named the NFL’s Defensive Rookie of the Month for November 2015, 
joining CB Casey Hayward (October 2012) as the only Green Bay defen-
sive backs to win the award.

s and Randall Cobb on short touchdow
n passes to help build a 21-0 lead in the second quarter of a gam

e 
delayed 45 m

inutes by lightning betw
een the first tw

o quarters. The Packers overpow
ered the Bears dow

n the stretch to slog out a w
in as interm

ittent 
rain fell at Lam

beau Field.
The Packers (3-1) lost tw

o m
ore key players to injuries. Adam

s left the field on a stretcher after getting hit in the head during a tackle by Danny 
Trevathan in the third quarter. Running back Ty M

ontgom
ery w

as knocked out in the first quarter w
ith a chest injury.

But the Packers capitalized on an aw
ful start by Glennon, w

ho accounted for four turnovers. He fum
bled on his first snap on a strip sack by Clay 

M
atthew

s. Rodgers hit Cobb for a 2-yard touchdow
n pass three plays later for a 7-0 lead.

Glennon fum
bled on his next series, too, but the Packers couldn’t score on that drive. It w

as only a m
atter of tim

e because the m
istakes kept

ith 2:54 left in the third quarter. Six plays later, receiver Jordy Nelson caught his second touchdow
n pass,

• Has posted six seasons (2009, 2011-12, 2014-16) with 500-plus passing 
attempts and eight or fewer INTs, the most in NFL history ahead of Patriots 
QB Tom Brady (three) and nine QBs (one).
• Has been named the NFL’s Most Valuable Player by The Associated Press 
twice in his career (2011, 2014), one of only eight players in league history 
to win the award multiple times.
• Is the only quarterback in league history to record a 100-plus passer 
rating in six consecutive seasons (2009-14), with no other QB doing so 
in more than four straight seasons. Has posted a 100-plus rating in seven 
seasons (2009-14, 2016), the most in NFL annals.
• Is one of only four QBs in NFL annals with 35,000-plus passing yards and 
2,500-plus rushing yards (Fran Tarkenton, John Elway, Donovan McNabb).
